Speaker: Thank you very much. | would like to thank you for coming here. | know — as mog of you are aware — we have
been reviewing the (inaudible), we have been trying to inform you, to teach you some divic education to you in order to enable
to be adle to contribute towards the reviewing of our Conditution of Kenya So, this is the third venue, we were a
Chemakanga on 29", yesterday we were at Chevakai High School and we have been working so wel and we have been very
impressed by your efforts of contributing. So, you should know that if you do not contribute well, somebody ese will
contribute somewhere and they will make a Condtitution that may not suite our needs and then we will start complaining, isn't it?

So, you are welcome to make your contributions, but before that, Chairman please comeand ......................... He is
going to introduce this committee which he has been working with in order to make sure that we are wdl versed with what we
are supposed to do.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Asante sana Mamuna kwa kuwgulisha wdidfika kwa mazungumzo ya leo, wae wau ambao
wamekuwa wakichukua habari ya wae ambao wamefika kuongea na commissioners juu ya katiba mpya.

Interjection: (Inaudible)

Janet Mwenesi: This memorandum was prepared by women representatives. My name is Janet Mwenes.  Anything more

then that? Judt that? This memorandum was prepared by women representatives of the women of North Maragoli Location

and was compiled on 10" of June 2002. The memorandum is divided into two man parts. the firg one is on governance,
dthough they wanted to do women issues only, they thought there were some sengtive issues on governance which they thought

they could have something to say. There are 16 points on women issues and then four additiond onesif time dlows.

Thefirg oneis support of the public reviewing of the Conditution. We hope it can become either a chapter, a (inaudible) or a

section of the new Congtitution and be given atime frame. Eeh? The public reviewing of the Congtitution to become part of the

new Condtitution.

Support of unitary system of government.

Support of provincid adminidration with the fallowing modifications After Chiefs and assstant chiefs have been short
liged, they should be eected by the members of the location or the sub location by mlolongo votes

No post harambee and those who administrators who drink or take acohol should be dismissed or sacked because
they encourage being bribed with chang’ aa.

Women should become proper village elders instead of just being assistants of village elders.

On locd government, ether reduce the number of councilors or just use gaff without councilors because according to
our observation, we do not redly see the job of councilorsin our areas.

On presidency and prime minigter, the women fed that they would like thet trend. If it does not succeed, we revert to
the current system except they wouldn’t want them to be eected by the market, instead, the Members of parliament
should do the choosing of the President and the prime miniger from amongst themsdlves. In other words, even the
opposition to participate in choosing a Presdent or a prime miniger from the party that has garnered mgority in the
eection.

Asfor parliament, it should remain the same except once these two have been elected, they should serve for a period of
five years only and no more.

Under Judiciary, they would like the choosing of the senior officers in the judiciary to be done only by the Judicid
Commisson and the President not to participate in choosing the Chief Judtice and other senior judicid officers. Once
they have been chosen, they should remain in office until they are 55 years old and not as long as they do currently.
Under avil service, they would prefer avil servants to be employed according to the workload. We should have a
mechanism of knowing how much a person can do in aday or in agiven time and therefore the workload should be the
dictation of how many should be employed. The pay of such servants should be reviewed yearly to avoid problems to
do with sdlaries.

Pensons of such servants should be paid within one month of retirement and these pensions should aso be reviewed
when the sdaries are being reviewed. It is hoped that even wages, dlowances, funding and renumeration that such

servants enjoy can aso be reviewed yearly.

Under the private sector, we fed that it was wrong for parastatals to have been privatized because most of them are
being bought by foreigners and thisis hurting most of our children for ether being laid off or not getting an opportunity
to get employment.

We would like to the government to re-introduce minimum wage guidance because the labour market is too large and
this leads to exploitation of the [abour.

The government should aso re-introduce the idea of increase of jobs opportunities fallowing from what has been sad
above.

The government should regulate prices of commodities that are produced by companies and factories that are few and
not to regulate those of things like maize and sukumawiki and so on.

On women issues, women prefer joint ownership, one man; one wife but if aman mugt have more than one wives, then
the senior wife should be the only one to have a certificate and the other one not to have any certificate at dl.

The chief should participate in monitoring whether people are married or not before they enter into officdd marriages or
weddings because thisis very (inaudible) in vaue with the firg wife.

Citizenship: Women should try to remain (inaudible) to whenever they get married abroad from this country and those
who come to Kenya should get certificates (inaudible)

Thingslike rape, incest and adultery should be punishable by death.

If there is a divorce, the husband should be the one to move out of the house but both should not enter into any other
marriage and have other children after that.

Marriages patterns should remain patrilocd in the rurd areas but we are ready to accept matriloca marriages if they are
in settlement schemes or in cities and other urban centers.

Marriage age should be 18 years.

Inheritance age should be 18 years.

FGM should beillegd.

Education: There should be a nationd policy for heads and the principles to accept payment by ingaments.

. Phoebe Asiyo: Timeis running out, just mention the highlights of the remainder of your paper which you are going to

deposit with us.

Janet Mwenesi: Infact | have finished. The last oneis on women and jobs.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: (inaudible)

Janet Mwenesi: On education?



Com. Phoebe Asiyo: (inaudible)

Janet Mwenesi: What | said on educdtion is that there should be a nationd policy for principles and the headmasters to
accept payment of fees by ingaments or in kind so that both girls and boys get an opportunity. | think 1 will make this the last
one sncetimeis up; we do not believe in affirmative action for women, we would like women to be more aggressve in looking
for opportunitiesin jobs and leadership and if they are more aggressve we do not see any problem in that. Thank you.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you. Do you have any question?

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Janet for sarting off very wel and with lots of substance. On village elders, you
sad women should dso be village elders. Should village elders be paid?

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah, | €t that out. [t isin the memorandum.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Then, the issue of privatization, you said they should not have been privatized but you have not told us
whether you want them revived and got back.

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah, the detalls are like that. We would want them to be revived; paticularly the key parastatas to be
revived in the run of parastatals.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay. You sad the senior wife gets the certificate and the other wives don’t. What are you aming at?

Janet Mwenesi: We are aming a encouraging one man — one wife.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay, because other wives................

Janet Mwenesi: Becauseit brings alot of conflictsin homes.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Therefore you want first marriages to be registered?

Janet Mwenesi: Firs marriages only.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: You know that’s part of what encourages the other?

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah.



Com. Phoebe Asiyo: So, there should be a period that you set for regidtration because people marry differently; in church,
traditiondly, before the sheikh, | don’t know what you people do. | don’t know what the sheikh say one man; one wife.

Janet Mwenes: Wdl..................ooee.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: We leaveit likethat but..........................

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah, we leaveit like that.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: But we know that the Mudimshavethat ......................cooonall

Janet Mwenesi: We would aso like the Mudims to be here so thet if possible.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Tak to your professor here about that. Then, that iswhat | wanted. But, on educeation, you accept that
school fees to be paid.

Janet Mwenesi: Wel, now that it isbeing paid anyway.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: But we are meking a new Kenyal

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah, if it's possble because you remember when free education was dlowed in primary it stands out that
now we have other payments that even though they are not cdled fees, they are payments anyway and it leads to students
dropping out like building funds and so on.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: You see, thisisatime to think fredy; not be — infact even your recommendation of councilors is kind of
tied up to a distorted Stuation which we have now because you are saying that councilor do not do anything- they do not do
anything because they have been denied powers by amendment. Isn’t that one reason why we are reviewing the Conditution?
Amendments have distorted the Conditution — many amendments which have been done and not necessaily dl of them. So,

we probably need more thought. Poor parents are saying that even building funds, they are thinking anew.

Janet Mwenesi: Well, on locd government, we are suggesting that the work that is done in the locd authorities can be done
by (inaudible) without funding. Well, loca authority islocd authority. There are jobs that can be done.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: You know, it is kind of what was done with the provincid adminidration. Part of the work of

parliament was given to the provinciad adminigration. There is a re-think — there is a time to re-think. Councilors are given



powers, they are elected by the people and the chiefs are dso there. But, you know there is whole kinds of things you can
think about that but you need to rethink a new because that is precisdy one of the reasons why we are reviewing the
Condtitution because of how the councilors were disempowered — one of the amendments, okay.

Com. Ida Salim: Thank you very much Madam Chairperson. Janet, | just wanted to ask you a view on one or two issues
aridng from your presentations. One is the issue of women becoming village elders. What would be the degree you think of
acceptability in the country? It is not the firg opinion but | jus wondered would woman village elder be acceptable
country-wide, do you think?

Janet Mwenesi: Well, the degree of acceptability may be questionable but with time | think it would be accepted. Like

Com. Ida Salim:  So, you fed where accepted will be a good beginning?

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah, it will be a good beginning because right now like in the area where | was doing the work, we have
women eders but they are not having their own area of adminigration. They are just helpers of the man elders. We were
feding that now they have been hdping for quite along time. Now they can just have a proper area but | remember when we
were taking like that one of the men wondered, ‘would they be dlowed to put Livinge? Livingeis the boundaries for the farms
and we thought yeah, we are changing and if they can accept, who are ......... (inaudible).

Com. Ida Salim: Then, on the issue of the Presdent and the Vice President, did | hear you right that they should be elected by
the MPs, parliament gtting as an eectord college? Did you say that?

Janet Mwenes: Yes, that iswhat | sad that ingtead of going to the fidds to seek dections, once the parliament has been
elected, then we have awinning party. Thet party ........... (inaudible)

Com. Ida Salim: Are you happy with that democratic system of choosing a nationd leader or elder?

Janet Mwenesi: It will be democratic because democracy can be by two or many because we have representative
demoacracy in this country. When we have parliamentary democracy, that is representative democracy.

Com. Ida Salim: Wouldn't direct ections be better for the President and the Vice Presdent? The masses deciding?
Janet Mwenesi: We prefer it that way.

Com. Ida Salim: Alright. Thenlagly —1 am sorry to take so much time — on the issue of marriages, you talked in terms of the



second wife having no certificate. Doesn’t that go againg the grain of equdity in the country? One wife is acceptable while the
other one isinferior unacceptable wife so that the two wives have different status. Isn't that undemocratic or affecting the rights
of the other wife?

Janet Mwenesi: Before we arrived a that conclusion, we were wondering whether it will be better to have severa certificates

— a man with many wives to have such certificates if he has (inaudible). But the mgority of the women who came to this
concdlusion fdt it is better to have one certificate only and it should be just with the firs wife because we have the practice of
men who leave thar wife and have a cetificate with one of ............ because currently, the law does not dlow two
cetificates. S0, he gets a certificate with one of the others and it can even the lagt wife and the others have nothing.  After
discussion, thet iswhy they came to that conclusion thet if there must be a certificate then it should be with the firgt wife and not
with dl of them becausethat .............ccooeviiiiiiiiiiiene,

Com. Ida Salim: Alright, let’sjust save you. Then on adultery you said punishment should be the desth pendty. Would that
be for both people involved or just one?

Janet Mwenesi: Yeah, for both unlessit was by rape. If it was adultery by rape, then the rapist gets the punishment but if it is
by agreement, then both of them should be punished.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: | have just one more question for your Janet. | am very uncomfortable about your denying the people
of Kenyatheright to vote for their own President but those are your views and we will accept them at large. But, | am rather
concerned about your views on afirmative action because the rest of the world is doing affirmative action especidly in Africa
where women did not have the same rights with men and you are tdling us here that Kenya does not need affirmative action, yet
Kenya did need dfirmative action when we got independence and (inaudible). If that had not been done, may be Kenyans
would have never owned business. Can you briefly give us your reasons for not accepting the issue of afirmetive action for the
disabled, for women and even for youth to participate in governance and representation?

Janet Mwenesi: Well, we limited oursdves to afirmative action for women in jobs and leadership because if women can get

dl the available opportunities, dl the available jobs in any particular organization, then that would even be better.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: How about the disabled and the youth?

Janet Mwenesi: They too can; we only concentrate on the ability. If we concentrate on ability because —you know —there is
adanger tha if we say afirmaive action, people may take advantage and take any woman and that woman proves unable and
gives awrong picture or sgnas about women whereasif we concentrate on ability, then we will choose the able women and we
have many around who only need to be more aggressive and sure that they are capable. And then even the parliament can have
quarters of women instead of just 50%.
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Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Janet. We appreciate your coming and giving those views on behdf of the North

Maragoli Women; if you can please, now deposit your memorandum with us and aso Sgn our regigter.

Janet Mwenesi: Thank you.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: The next personis Margaret Ombgjo. Margaret, you talked yesterday, |1 don’t know why you want to
tak again.

Margaret Ombagjo: (Inaudible)

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Yes, but snce you have had your time, | would rather we gave time to those who have not talked and

then when you have time later you can make another presentation.

Margaret Ombagjo: (Inaudible)

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay, then we will give you a shorter time because you had alot of time yesterday. Come over and
make your presentation but please make it brief because you have dready appeared and that would not be fine on the others
who have not appeared before.

Margaret Ombgjo: The Commissoners,

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: You will have two minutes because you had talked a lot yesterday.

Margaret Ombagjo: | am presenting the youth and | will only talk on the vulnerable group and the judiciary.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: (inaudible).

Margaret Ombajo: Okay. | will talk about the vulnerable groups. We, the youth would want 50% presentation of this group
in parliament and in every sector. Then we need homes to be created for the dderly, the orphans, the HIV/Aids Orphans and
dtreet children. All people who above 55 years be given penson whether he was working or not ....... (End of Side A tape
1)

..................... Prices of the goods at the shops be reduced so that they can eadly get them.

Then, we have the veterans of the firs 2~ world war and those who fought for our independence. They should be given
pensions and a day be set for them to be recognized nationwide. In Vihiga, we are having 2,500 veterans and we ask the
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Condtitution to at least appreciate them and ther profiles be madein media  And the classes of the rich within our government
be taxed to support these helpless people.

Under Judiciary, our judicid sysem isinadequate. So, prisons should be places to rehabilitate those that are sent there and we
uggest that a Body be set aside to access and improve the Stuation of prisoners and the government to review the sdlaries of
prison warders and the prisoners taents to be exploited fully. Also, the families of the prisoners be dlowed to vigt them a least
once in every month. Also, legd ad should be given to those that are unable to make use of lawyers. The government to train
pardegds and continue with the process of dvic education so that people can a least know ther rights. Thank you very much.

Com. Adagala: Thank you very much and there is a question for you to answer. The veterans —why would the Condtitution of
Kenya recognize veterans who fought for the British colonidist? Because | don’t think that’s the issue, even these people don’t
want recognition. They want to be paid the money from the British government. We can recognize freedom fighters who
fought here and we have freedom fighters in Vihiga Didrict and unfortunately you people are not mentioning them.  We have
people who fought for independence. But, serioudy veterans want to be paid the money from the British government because
they fought for the British Government. That isthe issue.

This
Condtitution was said to be people driven and we added the fact that it should aso be economy driven. | have two pointsin the
economy side. In the Condtitution or in the questionnaire booklet, there was a question on omissons. Others specified and o |
have picked up two other omissons.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Mr. Kavai. | know that in that document you have made many more
recommendations that you are not able to tdl us but they will go into the computer and we will look a them and andyze them |

do not have a question for you but | believe Kavetsa has.

Com. Adagala: On freedom of worship which is probably the highest freedom here, the people are saying that there are too
many churches, they are confused judt like they are confused by the political parties which are too many. What is your
comment on that? Also, people are saying the churches make a lot of money and they should be paying taxes. Other people
are saying that the government should pay atithe to the churches. Let us hear your view on that.
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M oses Kavai: On the first question of having too many churches, it is true but then there should be a limit on the number of
churches we should authorize to operate in this country because of late there is mushrooming of churches which we do not
know their ams. They keep on running on the streets and | think those who preach on the sireets are conmen athough they
move about with biblesin their hands —they should be licensed before they do that.

| would recommend that the churches responsible for outreach preachings, should present the names of those preachers to the
DC who should give a copy to the police who should patrol and make sure that those preaching on the streets are licensed to
do s0. Old churches like Catholic, Mudim, Friends Church, PAG, and Sdvation Army are the ones | say they are regidration
for extenson should be dmogt automatic because the activities are well known by the government.

About paying taxes, these are known profit making organizations and the little money they make is used to run their activities. |
do not see why they should pay tax. They should be tax exempted.

Com. Adagala: They are tax exempted because the Condtitution says so. In the new Congtitution we have to think that there
can be achange — | am jugt derting you that there can be change because people are saying that you make a lot of money and
you should account for that money because it is not accountable even if you are tax exempted.

M oses Kavai: They should continue to exempt them because some churches do not redize much money. May be you would
dassfy them and those which make profits can pay some tax while those which do not make profits should continue to be
exempted.

Major John Lusanji: My nameis Mgor John Lusanji. | am presenting my views on central government.
- We want one Head of State and a Vice President and we should not have congtituencies.
- The centrd government has alot of workers; some which should be del eted.



- We should have Provincid Commissioner, Digrict Commissoners, DO’ s or condituency representatives and chiefs for
locd areas those thet are effective.

- The powers should be decentralized for quick attention and action and for easy adminigration.

- Government servants should be transferable after a period of two years or so.

- Police we fed the traffic police should be withdrawn from the roads because they are encouraging corruption and
ingead we introduce highway patrol police who have a vehicle to run the highways. The nationa police, many of them
oppress the smdl people. They encourage bribery and they free the culpritsinstead of keeping them.

- Inagriculture, land ownership — modly the only asset of the common man is land. it provides for the entire family and
provides gahility to the country. The fear is, most Kenyans fear grabbers who grab individud property and even State
property aswel as parastatals.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: What isyour recommendation?

Major John Lusanji: My recommendation if that the fee placed on title deeds should be lowered so that everybody gets his
title deed quickly and eeslly.

Succession:  Economicdly, most Kenyan owners commoners have not taken thar title deeds because of going to court to
accuse the dead so that that process is dow and cumbersome.

Sde and buying of land:

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: What do you think we should do about this suing the dead? What is your recommendation?

Major John Lusanji: My recommendation isthe loca people should be given the opportunity to finish that (inaudible)

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: But you are again suggesting that locd (inaudible)?

Major John Lusanji: Yes. Sde and buying of land: To encourage Kenyans to have homes, people must be encouraged to
buy and I land and plots. The fee should be made attractive and easy.

Farming: The nation iswell fed when there is good farming. Could the government encourage large production of food, the law
should look into: Ploughing, price of seeds, price of fertilizers, price of fuds and price of farm implements. This will encourage

farmers to produce more food in the country.

Transport: Roads are very important in a country and it should be the respongbility of the centra government to build roads and
bridges and repair them as wel. Vehides should only pay two charges: insurance and road licence. The other stickers and
TLBs on matatus and other pick-ups, | suggest should be deleted —they are unnecessary.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: So, what are you saying about them?

Major John Lesanji: Thelevy thatis—thetax .................

Com. Phoebe Aslyo: You want taxes..................

Major John Lesanji: Itistoo high.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay. Thank you.

Major John Lusanji: Because | come from the church, can | finish with the church items?

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: (inaudible)

Major John Lusanji: The church should not be separated from the centra government and for this reason, we want the

government to appoint aminister in charge of the rdigious affairsin the country to coordinate the work of the churches and the

work of the governmertt.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Mr. Lusanji for that presentation. Please do leave your documents with us and

dgn the register. While Mr. Lusanji Sgns the register, we will now have Mdenya Robert, isit Mdenya? Maeya, okay you can

repest that name when you start making your statements and please be brief otherwise we will not cover dl that we want

together because we do not have a written document.

Robert Maleaya: | an Maeya Robert and | want to present my views. The firg area | want to talk about is tribdism. | am
proposing the we should do away with triba names like Luhyas, Kikuyus, Luos and people be referred to by the names of their
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regions like people from the Western Province, people from Western area, people from Centrd area, Nairobi area and so on.
Secondly, | want to tak about politicd parties which in this country have become property of the individuds and | am
proposing that the Condtitution should regulate politica parties. They should hold their eections on time and any party tha
cannot hold dections should be deregistered. The State should aso fund palitical parties as per the number of MPs the party
hasin parliament. For example, we can say that every MP in parliament to be given 5 million. So if a party has 100 MPs it will
have a cool billion shillings every yesr.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: What are you saying? Y ou are recommending that MPs should be given 5 million shillings?

Robert Maleya: No, | an saying that the State should fund political parties as per the number of MPs.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: The palitica parties?

Robert Maleya: Yes, as per the number of MPs the party hasin parliament.

Com. Adagala: But | am saying that if a party has 2 MPs in parliament, then the party can be given may be 10 million per

yedr.
Com. Phoebe Asiyo: To do what with the money?

Robert Maleya: Tofunditsactivities Thenwehave......................oooenies

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: That oneiscaled Pro rata.

Robert Maleya: Okay.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Yeah, inthe language so that it can be easier for pro rata say their rates.

Robert Maleya: | am dso saying that the number of palitica parties should not be regulated. Let people form parties, let
them die while others come up so that we can have democracy in the country. On parliament, | am saying that parliament
should be able to vet executive gppointments so that we should have competent people holding minidries and aso holding
senior pogtions in the government. Therefore, MPs should be qudified people, an MP should have a post secondary school

certificate. He should be aform leaver and then he should have gone for traning in an area.
| am dso proposing that we should reduce the number of years for parliamentary eections. We should have dections after
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eveary 3 years indead of 5 years so0 that we can be able to do away with MPs who are ineffective. | am dso proposing a
two-chambered House of parliament where we should have House of Representatives from congtituencies in the country, then
the Senate which should have one MP from every didtrict in this country.

The President should not have powers to dissolve parliament. Parliament should its own caendar and people should know
when we are going to have dections, which month, which year so that we should not have a case whereby dections are being
used as a weapon of surprise to people. Ministers should not be MPs. If an MP becomes a Miniger, he should resgn and let
us have a bi-dection so that people can have thar representatives. Minigers should work for the government and therefore
MPs should be peoples’ representatives in parliament.

Also, when it comes to Electord process, we should have transparent boxes, counting should be done in the palling gtations so
that we should not have this case whereby boxes are thrown in the bushes. People should be alowed to switch parties any time
they want; it is like voting. ' You vote for this people this year, next time you vote for a different one. So, you should aso be
able to switch to the party you want to use to go to parliament.

Ladly, | mug say that we should also have what | want to cdl a ‘war councl’. When the country is a war, it should not in the
power of the President to declare war. We should have people who are supposed to discuss. These are people the President,
the prime minider, the Speaker, the Commander-in-Chief of the Generd Service who can discuss when a war is declared
agang any other country. Thank you very much.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: | have just one question for you. You have suggested that members of parliament should be dected
after every 3 years in order to defeat those who do not perform wel. Could you fird it the other way round by may be
suggesting that members who so not perform be recaled by the people and them a procedure can be worked out because
eections after every three years would keep people on their toes dl the time campaigning and they might not settle long enough
before they are see therr work. Would alaw of recdl —the rule for recaling non performing members or councilors be a better
way of solving this problem?

Robert Maleya: | would like to bdlieve that in Kenya currently, the law of recdling MPs, mogt of the Kenyan electorates are
somehow not informed and thusit is going to be very cumbersome to get people seeking chairs to recal their MPs —it can even
two years. S0, | beieve that if they want to take it for three years, these MPs who go to parliament to get wedlth, they go there
for years to acquire and then come back to bribe uswith umbrdlas and T-shirts. We are going to be very effective because it is
not that every time they are supposed to be coming back to take care of their people

Com. Ida Salim: | just wondered how would you decide that this or that MP is not to (inaudible) performing well? Is it on the
number of the motions you are giving before parliament; isit on the basis of the number of times interviews take part in debate?
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Do you fed that we can get a practical mechanism to decide a yard tick of so to decide that this MP is reported performing
wedl or is not performing well? Have you have any thoughts on that.

Robert Maleya: Yeah, there are number of waysin which the people can tdl whether an MP effective or not. For example,
there are MPs who are elected and they vanish to Nairobi for 5 years — they never appear in therr condtituencies and so it is
very hard in touch with them.

Com lda Salim: But they may be in Nairobi but working hard in parliament. They may be visting the congtituency they

present.

Robert Maleya: Yeah, what | am sayingisthat oneway or .....................

Com. Ida Salim: But they may be in Nairobi and working in parliament. Would that be an ineffective MP just because he

does not vist his condtituency?

Robert Maleya: Now, what | am saying is thet there are severd ways, that’s one way. Then another way you can look at
the participation in the Nationa debate in parliament and if an MP stays in Nairobi and you can read about him in the
newspaper, lisen to him over the radio and 0 so on. Y ou can be very effective but an MP who is not heard in his home area or
anywhere over the radio and so on, you will know that such like MP is not effective.

Com. Adagala: On your fird submisson that we should do away with tribd names — firg of dl the word doesn’t apply
because we are not tribes. Tribes are a bunch of savages led by a savagee. So, the word tribe doesn’t redly gpply to Kenyan
people. Thisis a nation and nationdities which were there before. But, my question is, people are asking for entrenchment of
their cultures in the Condtitution, entrenchment of thelr languages in the Condtitution, entrenchment of their customary law in the
Condtitution. How do we do that and you know one of our mandatesisto devolve i.e. to come down to the grassroots where
before we are dl trying to eae and be part of but now it is devolved and recognized the grassroots and the people who live

there. | wonder how you would handle this.

Robert Maleya: You know, doing away with tribal names or our community names does not mean we are Kenyan
communities We can use other ways to refer to communities and as | have said you can tak about the people of Western
region which is the same thing as a community but you are less doing away with Luhya as aterm defining the same people. But
we are going to come to culture and language. Language remains and the way they do their own things remains.

Com. Adagala: Are we aso do away with the word English because it is English people? These are identities and they are
very complex. We may have negative connotations and negetive palitica activity going on but people have now come down to
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their basic identity, their culturd identity. So, if we do away with the names, then we aso do away with the English — | don’t
know what wewill cal it —wewill cdl it the people of England and the language of England and England is ‘Eng’ — the land of
the ‘Eng’. So, what do we do? You see, you are deding with a perverted stuation and you want to throw out the baby with
the bath water.

Robert Maleya: Wha | ansyingis....................

Com. Adagala: Let’sge rid of the dirt but find away of retaining the baby.

Robert Maleya: | can give an example, take a case of a Kamba woman who is married in Maragoli land and she can speak
Kimaragali, she can take a part in the culture of the Maragoli kind. Can you say that such awoman isa Maragoli?

Com. Adagala: Wdl, we appreciate your views but we know thet tradition gts very close to people’s heart because thet is
how they are labdled to disinguish themsdlves and it will take many more years before you can convince a Maragoli that they
are no longer Maragoli but they are people from Western Province. Thank you for those views. Can we now have Mr.
Kenneth Gulavi. Kenneth, hebu fika hapa mbele uongee, naona tayari umeandika maoni yako ambayo utatuachia na kwa hivyo

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: One man- one job; women should not get any jobs?

Kenneth Gulavi: What | mean by one man-one job in Kenya for ingance..................

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: No, | want to know, should women get any jobs?

Kenneth Gulavi: | mean, by thispoint | meen that in Kenyanow the......................

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: (inaudible)

Kenneth Gulavi: Yeah. On the Attorney Genera and the judges, they should be appointed by one man, instead they should



be appointed by the parliament so that they can ddiver ther services fairly. Some cases in Kenya are in a marathon syle. So,
we should have alimit period and after that the government should intervene to make the judgment. Thisis to say that people
with money can keep on holding cases to buy time.

In the new Condtitution, nobody should be above the law. On Police, police harassment is dill going on. So, we should have
officesin the regions whereby people should report the cases of police harassment.

On paliticd parties, any member who wants to cross to the other party should be made to resign firgt instead of just dosng and
betraying the people who voted him or her in. The Head of State should not misuse government funds on his or her private
vigts. In Kenya, something should be done in security because we are having insecurity in Kenya.  So, Armed Forces should
be deployed in hogtile zones for security purposes.

On broadcasting, other agents of broadcasting should be given mandate to enjoy ar space so that Kenya should decide on
which gation to ligen to. In Kenya now, thereis no justice for the poor. So, we should have lawyers who should cater for the
poor people. In each region, we should have a team of indigenous people who should keep an eye on natura resources so tha
they cannot be exploited by grabbers eg. Maragoli forest. The government should give tender to the agencies on road
congtruction and maintenance and the government should just act as watchdogs to see that dl iswdll.

Land cases should not be taken to court but should be given to the loca Land Boards since they are the ones who know the
cases well. The government should just act or implement or act as a Watchdog.

The freedom of worship law should be reviewed because it has been misused. So, we should have a teeam of dans men who
should monitor that movements or the activities so that we should avoid the cases of fase churches and devil worshipping.

We should have free medica care at dinicd levels because of the poverty leve in Kenya. The government should decentraize
dl servicesto the didtrict leved ingtead of people traveling to the centrd area for examplein Nairobi for the same service.

The mgimbo system should not be encouraged in Kenya since at the moment not dl provinces have developed equdly; they
dill depend on others. So, when thisis put it will bring a lot of problems. | will just end — the government should make good
environment to attract investors in the country to improve the economy of Kenya. An MP should have two terms only if he or
she has been e ected consequently, then he should be put on pension to avoid those MPs who make the seat as a (inaudible).
Prisons should be termed as rehabilitation centre so that the victims can get skills according to the education.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Kenneth, you have aready had your bell-ring so you cannot go on.  Fortunately | have written dl those
views very wdl in the document. Please just them over and Sgn our register. In the meen time, let’s see if there are questions

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Kenneth Gulavi: Will you dlow meto finish just one? One point?

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: You need to organize yoursdf and decide what is important in your written memorandum.  And
everybody ese, ujitayarisheili ukija hgpa unachagua yade mambo muhimu ili tuwe na nafas.

What | meen is that we should have a
Condtitution in Smple nationd language but | do not rule out the ethnic language.

Com. Adagala: | amtdling you with the Congtitution you have to say clearly.

Kenneth Gulavi: What | meanisthat ...............

Com. Adagala: Before the commission you have to say clear things. If your start caling Maragoli uncivilized you are in

problems.

Kenneth Gulavi: | am saying that | do not mean that they are important. What | mean isthat people nowadays have got some
education and o if the new Condtitution could be in smple English or Kiswahili, it would be smply understood than when it is

written in those jargons.

Com. Adagala: Now you are inauting the Maragoli people before the commission. You are redly insuiting the Maragoli
people and | don’t know if you are aware of it. Secondly, the issue of unequa development. The reason why we have unequa
development is because of the unitary syssem because money is dlocated for a role and then even the money is taken by
somebody because heis so far away or tha road is moved somewhere else. Don’t we have roads here which have moved?

Interjection: Yes

Com. Adagala: And they are supposed to have been ................. because of the unitary sysem. The sysem is too far
away and there is away in which (inaudible) — so some areas are more developed than others, then they say they should go on
like that but if we clearly now have money that has been alocated or people have their money from ther own resources, they
develop their own infragtructure and their own development and then they give a percentage to the central government so that
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they participate, they make decisons and they benefit. That is what we redly don’t get now and even you will agree the
government is too far, okay.

Kenneth Gulavi: What | mean isthat people may misuse this mgimbo system.

Com. Adagala: What isthey don’t misuseit?

We mug have a Condiitution
which has a preamble. | do not want to go into detals because you are the experts and you can work out, andyze, look at
countries like the Nordic countries and you will come up with a very good preamble. The reason why | am saying so Madam
Chairperson is because we have been made to believe that this new Condtitution is going to be people offending — it will belong
to the people. But, | an persondly afraid that the people may be abandoned the way they have been abandoned before. And
therefore, to ensure that the Conditution (inaudible) belongs to the people, the preamble should start by the word, ‘We the
people of Kenyablablabla'.

The arangement should be the
separation of power should consist of the people, the Legidature, the Judiciary and the Executive and the people should dways
be seen to be supreme. That iswhy | said this has got a rdaionship with the preamble.  Sometimes, people may think that the
preamble is jus Smple; no, it has got a connection and a segregation of power in this new Conditution where we should be
seding the people are in action and dl the Conditutions and ther acting adso protecting the Condiitution. o, separation of
power is avery important thing if you need to do that by margindizing the people, then we shdl not accept your Conditution.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Hamig, | don’t intend to interrupt you but my fear is that you might miss out on some important issue
you may want raise. So, if you (inaudible) of explaining why we would curb alot of (inaudible). Just go ahead.

Alfred Suba Hamig: Thank you Madam. Infact | am judt to finish because everything is here. the only thing which | would
request is an assurance that those of us who are submitting written memos, they are going to be read and everything considered.

If thet isthe case, then there is no need for me to waste a lot of time, except Madam Chair, | heard earlier on (inaudible) that
the chair has very strong opinions about afirmative action as regards women. | seem to differ and | seem to support the view
that has been expressed that women are equd to men. They should be given the opportunity. The mechanism should be such
that women are alowed full participation in the affairs of this country. Affirmative action per se is discriminatory to discriminate

Com. Phoebe Agyo: ............... (inaudible) views of my own. | asked the lady who gave that presentation whether she fdt
that affirmative action should gpply to the disabled and to the youth. | did not refer to the women.

Alfred Suba Hamig: The other point | want to make quickly is that in Kenya, we fear the Presdent and it is that fear which
has ruined our country. And thus, the new Condtitution should ensure that the powers of the President are pruned completdly. |
am dill emphaszing that the powers of this country should return where they belong; they belong to the people. We do not
want demigodsin this country and this Condtitution should demulsfy the presidency. If you excuse to make one point on naturd
resources. Sometimes, | fed very sad when we have River Nile — | used to live in Cairo and | used to enjoy the waters of the
River Nile going on a boat and | used to wonder, ‘why is a desert so beautiful and in my country where the water is coming
from, nobody isenjoyingit’. | think we should look at our naturd resources carefully and perhaps in the Condtitution we should
provide that the East African countries; Tanzania, Uganda and Kenya should renegotiate the use of the waters of the Nile
ingtead of living a colonid sort of agreement Sgned between the British and the Egyptian government to manage our resources.
Thisisavery serious matter and | hope the Condtitution will do judtice to that.

Otherwise, | have alot of thingsto say here and | will leave it to you to say.
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Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Mr. Hamis for very vivid and ussful presentation that you have made to this
commisson. | know there are afew questions we would like to ask you. So, pleaseif you can continue stting, Mr. Hamig, we

have afew questionsfor you and Kavetsawill start us off.

Com. Adagala: Thank you. On the River waters treaty of 1928, that is the one you are refarring to and | am glad you have
mentioned it because one of the reasons why we do not have dams on our riversis because we cannot do it without permisson
from Egypt. Sondu Mirie had to get permisson from Egypt. So, the people of Nyanza said we are actudly living under
Egyptian colonidism. But, oursis even more important. The rain like the one which fdl the other day is what makes the Nile
but our environment —1 don’t know if you have any suggestions on the environment and the rivers which have dried because of
populaion pressure. Redly, there should be something that Egypt should be about — if we negotiate, | wonder if you could
think through on pressure on land and dso perhaps they should be funding the environment here — I do not know.

Then the other one — but thank you very much for bringing that up —itisa very important point. The other one is, if we ensure
inour (inaudible) that we prune the powers of the President completely, which means the President will not have any powers, is
there a reason to have a President? Why should someone campaign? Why should we have — because you said completely
which means?

Let mefinish — affirmative action needn’t be between men and women if boys and girls are brought up the same and probably |
think your people are spesking to our society here where actudly boys and girls are more or less brought up the same. But, we
mus ensure that boys and girls have the same rights, have the same opportunities. You don’t send your daughter to get married
S0 that you can get school fees — so you can get cows to sl to pay school fees for your son. That is redly double jeopardy
and it iswhy we end up with afirmative action in adulthood. But, the same with the people with specid abilities — what we call
disabled —they need to be treated the same way, the youth need to be empowered from youth because they suffer a lot from
being oppressed by the older people. So, they mugt have their rights on the beginning and affirmetive action in adulthood will

disappear.

Then, thank you very much for putting the four arms of the government with the people adthough we dl say it but your emphass
has redly highlighted and we have a task force on the preamble on the condiitutive powers — perhaps you could even hep us
draft some things on that. Thank you very much. Do you want to respond?

Alfred Suba Hamig: Can | make a comment on the pruning? | think the word * pruning completdy’ was a point of emphasis.

We should look at it from the point of view of baancing the separation of powers — to balance those powers. And | think |
baancing we should not forget the people. | have talked about the issue of when you give job descriptions for each power;
Judiciary, Legidature, Executive, what will be the duty of the people? And | have said that one of the duties of the people is to
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do eections and referendums and | have suggested that a member of parliament who is incompetent —who is not seen in his
condtituency —who is not working should be recaled and the people should exercise their powers there.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much. | think thet is now very wel understood | was just wondering whether you will
Spare sometime to give some thought — may be not now — on the preamble. If you put it in that document, that is good and |
want to assure you that we will use every word in that document. We will put it in the computer, andyze it and combine it with
other presentations. But if you have not done so, please give us some idea about what should go into the preamble — not now,

but when you have time and you can submit it to us.

Alfred Suba Hamis: Thank you.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you so much Mzee Hamis, we redly appreciate you concern and your coming over to give us
those very enlightened presentations. | believe Professor has a question.

- We should have HIV pass being given when one is 15 years old and reviewed &fter every five years. This pass will
endble oneto retain hisor her state. If he of she is negative or positive, he mugt present the card when joining schooal,
church or a co-operative. All HIV/Aids vidims should be given free medication and expensive drugs should be made
cheaper for dl Kenyans.

- Our sysem of government is poor, corrupt and unreliable. For instance, in recruiting personnd in dl sectors such as
GSU, Police Forces and Adminigration Forces, the recruiting forces should come from outsde Kenya e.g. from South
Africaor Uganda because thereisalot of bribery and nepotism.

- We should have an anticorruption body fighting corruption from another country but not Kenya.

- We should have two partiesin Kenya which should be eeslly finance and thisisto avoid parties based on tribdism. Al
parties should have an access to mass media.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Jackson for those very good ideas. What makes you fed that we should open up

our security forces to the outside world to recruit forces?

Jackson Muhindi: You know, when someone qudifies to join - let us say the Armed Forces — his or her chances may be
terminated because one has placed somebody esein his chance.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: (inaudible)

Jackson Muhindi: Yes, thereisno farnessin recruitment.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: But would you not suggest the use of our loca people?

Jackson Muhindi: No, they should not becausethey ........................

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Com. Adagala: You know there are people of high integrity in this society and like even among the judges, we say the judges
are corrupt but there are judges who are not corrupt.  So, to open up your security to foreigners is worse than being corrupt,
we become like a colony of those people — security forces. It is true there is corruption the employment but then they know
your system and they are foreigners. S0, let’ s probably aso say if we don’'t — dternatively, people of high integrity. We know
the corruption, we have seen it and we know that you are saying this out of desperation that so much goes wrong. But, let’s
look for those people who could do some good equipment.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay, thank you very much. Now you can go and Sgn our register, we appreciate very much those
views that you have given to us. | will skip Mr. Isaack Smar for awhile and ask the school for the disabled, they only have one
person giving us a presentation | believe and they have done this before in other areas. So, we jugt want one person from the
schoal for the deaf in sgn language which will be interpreted for us by our interpreter, just one person and possibly the person
who has not talked before. After that, we will give the floor to the school children who want to get back to class. There will be
Phdloes Ayidi, Rosdine Kandari, Hillary Omari, Nod Musanga and Branwd Kirwa and then we will go back to Mr. Isaack
Smar, in that order. Please, school for the deaf, can one of you get up and the interpreter will interpret for us? Give us the
name and then make the presentation. May be you should be near here; please come over so tha we can see the presenter.
Did you want one or two to make a presentation? Just one, okay. Please being them over. Let hm stand there and then you
can present yours. But we want to see him. Why can’t he turn thisway (inaudible). Let him stand on that Sde so he can look at
you and you can actudly use that chair to intepret for us. Bwana interpreter, why don’t you st there and interpret what he is
saying? You will be looking at him and them you interpret for us.

Interjection: (inaudible)

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Yes, so youwill need a microphone. Just St there next to him and tak into the microphone and talk like
the person taking to us. Don’t repeat what you did yesterday. You can go ahead now. | think you should indicate that these
are the views of a deaf school boy whom you are now recording for and then you go ahead.

Smon Munoko: | want to say —continue. | want to say that my parents are poor and some of them are sck and they do not
have money to assst mein school. My homeisdso very far from school where | am learning and there are no vehicles to the
school inwhich | am. The school isfar and | am tired of waking everyday to school <o, after learning and coming from school
vary late in the evening, it is very hard to go back home because my homeis quite far. 1 would like to be in schoal, to deep in
school. There are no school exercise books in school and | am dso poor and so | do not have books to write on. | have
finished.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much Smon Munoko. We would like to ask you some questions. Simon, you have
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sad tha your parents are poor and that your school isfar from where your home is and that you have no books. Can you now
tdl us what you would like to have. Y ou have only told us what you do not have. Now, tdl us what you think would be good
for you because what would be good for you would be good for many other children that have the same condition like yours.
What provison should be make for them?

Smon Munoko: | amtrying to say that it would be good if | was in a boarding school or if a vehide would be provided for
the school it would be good to collect us. | would like the government to assist by giving us books.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much and we appreciate your coming over to talk to us about your condition which
aso gpplies to very many other children and we will make a recommendation according to what you have told us about your
condition. Thank you. Please sgn our register Smon. Can we now have Philois Ayidi, from this school? Tdl us your name,
your class and the school from where you are coming this morning. Do we have any students from Vokoli Moi Girls High
School who want to talk to us today? The names | have are from Vokoli Primary School and no names from this school which
ishogting our meeting. They are registering, okay. Thank you.

Philois Ayidi: My names are Ayidi Philois from VVokoli Primary School My recommendations are
- Thepost of chiefs and assstant chiefs should be dective i.e. the people should be given the time to eect the chiefs or
assigtant chief who is popular and effective to the service. By dection they will work efficently knowing that they can
be elected out.
- Vating age should be increased from 18 to 20 because at 18 people are gill immeature to elect a proper person and aso
many are dill in school and have not yet acquired IDs. Thank you.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Thank you very much. Please St there. Ayidi, very many people in this country are 18 and under. If
you are recommending that 18 year olds should not vote, you will greatly reduce the number of those who are gaing to vote in

our leaders. Don’t you want the young people to aso have a say in who will leed themin to the future.

Philois Ayidi: They should just let the older ones to eect for them because they go done, they might up eecting a person who

isnot popular.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: How old are you?

Philois Ayidi: Thirteen.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: You are thirteen, in what class?



Philois Ayidi: Eight.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Ayidi, what you have told usis about adults, we would like to know about children — the primary school
children. Is anybody ese from your school going to present?

Philois Ayidi: Yes.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay. But, are there any thoughts you have on school children or the life of children, the life a home or
thelifein school. Anything you think.

Philois Ayidi: The adults should eect the people whom they know are going to help..........

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: No, not dection. Leave everything you have told us. We want you to tdl us about your life and if there
are anythings which need improvement or any problems you think we can solve but leavethe ...,

Speaker: She can't speak of anything dse now.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Okay. Let me ask you a question. Do your parents have difficulty have difficulties in paying school
fees?

Philois Ayidi: Yes.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Yeah, what would you like?

Philois Ayidi: Free education should be introduced in secondary schools.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: In secondary where you are going?

Philois Ayidi: Yes.

Com. Phoebe Asiyo: Not in primary. That is okay. We have aso seen that universty students don’t think about primary and

One, | would like
to recomment that a man may fredy marry the firg wife lawfully and if he wants to marry a second wife, he makes an
gpplication and there mugt be a group that will investigate and certify that he is able to take care of a second family and then he
may be dlowed to marry the second wife. On the same line, | would like to say that the idea of parties coming up after a man’s
degth thet they were staying with the man and children were born out there should not arise. So, if aman has to marry, it should
be very offidd whether it is one wife or two wives. So, we dhdl not — persondly | do not encourage the idea of concubines
who want to dam ownership of property after the man’s death.

Secondly, this one may be a repetition — women should rightfully own property in their homes where they were born; they
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should get a share of the parents property and when they are together with their husbands, they should be co-owners of the
property and when a divorce arises, the woman should be clearly catered for out of this marriage. We should not have cases

where awomean is divorced and has nowhere to go.

Coming to education, | strongly recommend that primary education should be free and it should be compulsory so that parents
who fal to take ther children to school should be sent to jal — may be avil jal. Isit avil jals where they work for the
community? | would dso want to recommend that members who form the Board of Governors of schools mugst have
secondary education levd. So, they should be people who have at least secondary education and the chairman of such Boards
mugt have a universty education levd. 1 would also want to recommend that the Parents Teachers Associaion be strengthened
and be incdluded in the education Act.

| would aso want to recommend that the sponsors of schools, ther role should be made clear because as of now, ther roles
are not very clear. Theroles of the sponsors in the schools sysem should be darified. And findly | would like to recommend
that any man or woman who is gppointed Miniger of a Minigry should have vast education in that area. Like if we tak of the
Minigter of Educetion, this should be somebody who is versed in the matters of education. Thank you very much.

Com. Asiyo: Thank you Teresa, | have a question for you. Quite a few marriages in this country are performed under the
traditiond system of marriage and since you have talked about registration of marriages, would you recommend that dl
marriages whether in the DC’ s office, in the Church or under customary law should dl be registered?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: | would want to recommend that they dl be registered. They be recognized in whatever way — you
know you can’t marry in any way — but they should be recognized and be registered.

Com. Asiyo: You have aso suggested that when a man wants to marry a second wife, that the matter should be discussed by
some inditutions and a decison made whether or not is capable of taking care of another wife. Would it perhaps be better if
we were to say that atime of marriage, that a man should be clear to the girl that he is marrying under a potentialy polygamous
sysem of marriage or other monogamous system of marriage so that a gil knows right from the word go that she is marrying
under potentialy polygamous system or under monogamous?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: Tha is quite clear. Firgt, it would be legd for a man to marry a woman as a second wife having

hidden the fact that he has afirg wife. So, | do not know if thet is the question.

Com. Asiyo: No, no, what | am saying isthis, when aman and awoman perform ther firs marriage knowing that the man has
never married before and the woman has never married before. That this man should tdl the woman that | am marrying you

under a potentidly polygamous system, that | might marry another wife in some future?
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Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: | think that would be very important and very necessary because there are some women who stay
with a man with another wife find it redlly abhorrent. So, if you knew it from the beginning, may be you would not have married
thisman. So, itisimportant that right from the beginning.........................

Com. Asiyo: They make ther intentions known,

Mrs. Teresa Mbelase: Yes.

Com. Asiyo: To get another wife?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: Exactly.

Com. Asiyo: Okay, thank you. You have another question from (inaudible)

Com. Ida Salim: It’sredly a (inaudible) Madam Chair. Y ou said something about if one wanted to marry a second wife, first
there should be some kind of investigation. The question then is, who should do the investigation and secondly, for what

purpose?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: Thefirg one | am recommending that we set up some Body may be at the digtrict or divisond leve
which will dedl particularly with marriages. May be the office of regidrations where we have marriages so that a man who
wants to marry a second wife makes an gpplication and mus indicate and make it clear that he can marry a second wife and
thisis how heis going to manage the two families. Then, we shadl have a committee at that levd that can look into it so that we
avoid cased where people are just running wild, marrying so may wives and leaving women and children to suffer.

Com. Asiyo: We have not heard anything about the Affiliation Act in marriage - in a Stuation. The Affiligtion Act which like
the African or a least Maragoli Luhya tradition that a man should support the children he bears.

Mrs. Teresa Mbelase: | think that is where | talked about a man who wants to get children, must get them within the
marriage bracket whereby we want to discourage a case where a man just goes getting children and eventudly wants to bring
them homw.

Com. Asiyo: Tha will work out or may work out later, but now we have very many sngle mothers with children and they are
not getting any support. For the immediate, may be you can think about that. Then, you said that the girls and the boys should
inherit from parents.

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: Mmh.
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Com. Asiyo: Okay. Then you say that the ownership of property should be joined. Which property?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: Thatisright from land..................

Com. Asiyo: Which property? The women is coming with her property and the man has his property. So, the joint

ownership is dso of the woman’s property?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: | think so if the woman will have rights to ownership of the man’s land, the man can have rights

ownership of the woman’sland.

Com. Asiyo: Soitisjoined both ways?

Mrs. Teresa Mbelase: Yes.

Com. Asiyo: Now, inthat case divorce becomes different, ign’t it?

Mrs. Teresa Mbelase: Yes.

Com. Asiyo: You said, then they should share but the woman aready has property. You said ‘ cater for the woman’.

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: You know, what | am fearing is that under the present law like land epecidly belongs to men. So,

you will find that when you want to talk of sharing of property, like the land, the woman cannot tak about the land. | want the

women to have some right ownership to land.

Com. Ida Salim: Madam, | just wondered whether you would like the rules and regulations of laws regarding shared or joined
property to be universa, afecting each and every Kenyan or could you dlow for diversity of cultures and rdigion?

Mrs. Teresa Mbelase: | would want it to be universd. It is this diverdty of culture and rdigion that create a lot of
discrimination whereby you have a rdigion where the mae have an upper hand but they tend to use the rdigious teaching just to

be mean.

Com. Ida Salim: On the other hand, | am spesking here as a Mudim. Laws regarding property and more so inheritance are
not man-made to Mudims, they are divine laws. And therefore, if you break them and adopt what you cdl universd ones,
Mudims get into trouble. In other words, property within a family remains within the family and even rdatives do not get any
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part of it. But, it remainstha of the wife and the children. But then, that it is subdivided if you like so tha the wife in the death
of the husband gets a certain share, the son gets a certain share, the daughter gets a certain share and Idam has an exlanation
for dl that and why it is done. It isdl arationdizein other words. So, would you make them an exception?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: | think the way you have explained that law is dready universal because if the property belongs to
the family and every child is catered for and the woman is catered for, then tha is what | am saying that we should have
property where al membersin that family are catered for.

Com. Adagala: Thisison education. It isgood to speak about universal things and dso specific and people are spesking very
gpecific and that iswhy we have come down to the ground. Free education to be compulsory but compeling who like in oue
gtuation now?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: In our Stuation it is the parents who are being complled. We have had stuations where even adle

parents just don’t want to take or adapt serious responshbilities of taking ther children to school.

Com. Adagala: Okay, | just wanted to hear you say it because like in Maasai land, the child has to be compdled as wdl as
the parent because they are not so much exposed to educetion like we are.

Com. Asiyo: Mwadimu, just before you leave | had one remark to make. You know, this law that we are operating under
intentiondly decided that we should come to the ground and speak to the people on the ground. In your postion, you mus be
having some information that concerns this community that you let neglected in the higher law of this land of the Congtitution.
What is known (inaudible) university. |s there anything you need in this community that you would like us to think about or for
the Luhya community?

Mrs. Teresia Mbelase: | think what | have talked about on land ownershio redly targets the Luhya because that is the — no
Luhyawould think of giving the daughter a piece of land.

Com. Asiyo: Oh, okay, thaink you very much. But very many of them have actudly told us that now they have changed in
many areas within and that girls are actudly heping their fathers more than the boys —the boy is seen to hdp ther in-laws more
now and so now fathers are thinking twice. Thank you very much Madam. We redly appreacite your beautiful school and the
way that you have taken care of this commisson and dso that you are running the schoal; it is a beautiful school. Thank you

My proposa is to do with the expanson of
democratic space. My fird proposd is

For the expansion of democracy in this country, and the State to avoid where there is turmail by the youth generation whereby
they go into the forest to fight an eective government is because they have not been incorporated in the democratic inditution of
thisnation. So, | want amendments to be done whereby vating will be from 16 and aove so that we do not become victims of
mungikis' or what we cal the ‘ Tdibans'. People have been denied the right to vote and participate in the democratic inditution
of this nation.

My proposal number two is about the President and the Vice President who should be dective because these are public offices.
Whoever wants to occupy these offices should be subjected to the popular vote of the residents of this country and he should
gain 25% of the five pronvices but with 51% of the total votes casted of the total registered voters.

We have taked about prime minigers and deputy prime miniders, in my view, the resources this country has, if we keep on
solitting politica offices, | propose that the way poverty is, we are il fighting poverty — I would recommend that we should not
have the postion of a prime miniser and a deputy prime miniser.

The Chief’s Act: We are fading insecurity because powers were tranderred dsewhere. | fed the Chief’s Act should be
amendment and they be legdized again to issue public permits. Thisis dso separation of powers. Police cannot issue a permit
and at the same time they maintain law and order in the same venue.  So, the provincid adminidration be authorized again to
issue permits and the police to provide security. Also, another areas that needs these adminidrative laws is the Police Force in
Kenya where we are having conflict of interests whereby you will never know who is your CID because they are no longer
performing their duties. Police normaly arrest people at random, they have declared a state of emergency to itsdl citizens So,
| would say that we should form Kenya Security Commisson and in the new Conditution we should scrap the GSU and the
APs. They should dl be incorporated into one police unit with one chief executive coordinating dl of them so that we have
proper coordination of security in this country.

Education should be made compulsory and as a
Humen right and aso medicd care to dl citizens because we have a country where people are Sck — you have a Sck nation
which is not productive.

ClIr. Ezekid Amuyunzi: We should have a basic primary to form two free education for dl and dso medicd care should be
funded if possbly from these mobiles we are having. | have finishe May be another area that is remaning is these Land
Boards. We should have Land Boardsin our country to avoid a Stuaion whereby we are now importing food and we used to
export. The government should have forward planners who should plan and we should have areas that ded with
commeradization of farming.

Com. Asiyo: She can tak, very good please go ahead. You are teacher so you should be able to tak to us. Give us your
name, your position and then go ahead.

Gladys Olindo: | am Gladys Olindo from Selondoro School for the deaf and | will speak spedifically on their behdf. One, |
would wish this tobe made as a suggestion that the government should make a law which should endble the parents of the
handicapped children to know that it is their reponsbility to have children in school because most of them are hidden ar work,
they times when they are place in stations where they are kept even in a store or hidden very far from the public so that they are

not known.
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Two, the community around us takes them to be people who are youthless there and most of the times they do not even free to
even talk to use teachers and we need to interact with them as norma human beings. They are just human beings like we are
and they have no problem except for their being handicapped. Mogt of them come from homes which are broken. Once a man
discovers that his child is deaf, the next thing the wife has to be sent off and thereis a divorce that follows. So, the child is either
taken to the grandmother who might be very poor and too old to look &fter this child and even bringing him to schoal is going to
be a hard time for us teachers to make a follow up because we won’t know who the parents are. So, they should be made to
know that it is their responghility to have this child in school .

Thirdly, we have a problem of people who molest them sexudly. There are cases where the girls are made pregnant by people
who have no handicap and then the man is set free and goes away leaving the girl pregnant and she gives birth and now we are
too (inaudible); there is a mother who is not able and there is this child who cannot be catered for. Can the government help us

to know what to do with such a child incase we come across any.

Also, we should have some sponsorship for them because they redly having trouble, most of them since they come from poor
families or may be their grandfathers are too old to give them the basic needsinlife  There are times when they are not able to
have proper uniform, they could be able to tak or just to know what they are doing in schools if they had hearing aids. Those
who are aso lame could benefit from whed chairs which are very expensive for them to manage. So, if the government could
help us, then we could have a society of handicapped people who are educated.

Ladtly, we would wish the exam to be adaptive o that if the child is deaf, the examp period given to him because he is doing
K CPE like any other person and we need to have alot time and sobody to intereprete whet the question is dl about. So, time
for them should at least be more so that he will have to answer even if he will answer questions out of sixty, he will have known
what answer he is giving because he will have had enough time. But, when it is the time unless (inaudible) then is a problem;
they will not do better. The marker should be people who know what this education is dl about because if you give it to any
person from regular school, he will not mark whet the deaf child has done.

We need a dgn language to be considered because as number three because they can communicate wel if they follow what
people are saying. Sign language islimited to them. What do we do? Can the government help us have it taught in dl schools
or inditutions of higher learning so that once the personnd is out they will be able to communicate with them and then we will
not have problems even if they come to an office may be they have had a problem in court, then they should have somebody
who should help them intepret what the person is saying or what is going on around them. And then, may be the teacher who
are handling them should aso be sort of people who are redly out to hdp them. They have hard times with the children and
may be the government could give them something a bit higher than what they are getting and it will be better. Thank you.

Com. Asiyo: Thank you very much Gladys for those recommendations which we will take serioudy. | do not beieve there
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are question; yes.

Com. Adagala: Gladys, thank you very. You are only saying that the government should hep us. The government has sent us
to you to tdl us you who wears the shoe. So, tdl us for insance when there is molestation and pregnancy, what should
happen? Once they (inaudible) molestation.

Gladys Ilindo: What | think should happen isif agirl should be brought ot taken to a court, then the person handiing her should
not be aman because she will have developed a negdtive attitude towards aman. So, she should be handled by a woman who
should run from work when it happens that (inaudible) because if you ask them with a lot of caution they will not give you the

anawer.

Com. Adagala: Okay, judt like other children actudly. What about pregnancy?

Gladys Olindo: The same should happen.

Com. Adagala: But thereisgoing to be a child born, what should happen?

Gladys Olindo: 1 think the government should aso hdp us as the grand parents would wish to have (inaudible) the girl is

raped and may be the manis not known. So, some parents would wish to have child being kept at home and wish he would be

taken to ahome for children so that it can aso have a place to manage.

Com. Adagala: Asteachers again, the government has sent usto you to tdl us what is that something that you want. So, you
think about it because the government wants to know from you. Ladlly, you have not taked about employment for these

people.

Gladys Olindo: Employment for these people is a problem because most of them just reach class 8 and thet isdll.

Com. Adagala: What do you want then?

Gladys Olindo: So, | would recommend that they be given more chances to continue with school so that they get a better
certificate to be employed anywhere because if they go through the 8-4-4, they will be able to learn and be employed.

Com. Adagala: The people with specid dbilities are 10% of the society. Would you like employment to be 10%? Think
about it.



Com. Ida Salim: Yes, (inaudible) Gladys, | am alayman and | am spesking as one. | have this impression that their degrees
o judtic, have these young fdlows been examined to find out whether hearing can help at least some of them to redly lead a
normd lives to be able to work, to hear what isbeing said and (inaudible) themselves that.

Gladys Olindo: Y es we have these tests being done on termly basis and we know which child can benefit from which hearing
ad but the problem is that we do not have money to purchase them.

Com. Asiyo: There are those who could actudly benefit from hearing aids. So, why have you not made recommendations
about hearing aids?

Gladys Olindo: | did.

Peter Ludava: | think the Western region has not done enough to promote touriam like for example, the Wakikuyu used to be
adam but they have let it disntegrate such that there is no more dam and you cannot have boat rides, the dam in Kamos is
gone, the Maragoli forest is by name. There is the crying stone — everybody would have made millions out of the crying stones.
We have the equator passing through this area and we could have made millions out of the equator.

Com. Asiyo: Wha can we do?

Peter Ludava: What we need to do is to exploit dl these naturd resources and thisis why | was saying we should not just
leave it to the government. The private sector has arole — we in the private sector can give idess to the government on what
can be done but at the moment it seems to be an exclusive right of government officids to run government; they never redly get

ideas from the private sector.

| recommend her accordingly. She had asked me to say how it should be done and | have a ample thing for it. We have
looked at the Uganda Condtitution, we have looked at the Swiss Condtitution, the American Conditution and severa others and
we have a ample thing which should say, “We the people of Kenya, do hereby solemnly adopt, enact and give to ourselves and
our prosperity the Condtitution of the Republic of Kenya; that isthe Preamble. If we look at the Swiss Condtitution, we will find
that it has severd preambular statements. The Condtitution says for what it stands, its purpose, its digtribution, soverignity within
the confederation and the principle of the rule of law and individud and socid respongbilities. | think we can adopt thet for the

Kenyan stuation and | recommend accordinglt.
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The Uganda Condtitution goes alittle further and | think we can aso adopt whatever they have. The statement that follows the
Preamble and before you come to the Condtitution itsdf ded with the nationd objectives and directives and principles of State
policy and isa guide to dl organs of the agencies of State and dl organizations on the interpretation of the Condtitution. | think
we should not livein our doubts, you the (inaudible) of the Congtitution should not leave any doubtsin our minds or the minds of
the Judiciary or the Legidature a the purpose of what you intended to say. Therefore, the Ugandan Condtitution says this, ‘that
matters meeting to political objectives, protection or promotion, fundamental and other human rights and freedom, socid and
economic objectives, cultura objectives, accountability and the environment policy objectives and duties of a dtizen. This
comes before the Condtitution itsdf and | recommend that the commissoners have a serious look at it and see if we can adapt

some of thisto our own liking.

The Condtitution of Uganda says that the President will report to parliament and to the nation from time to time. The American
varson is the state of the union. Our verson is the State opening of parliament but these are not the same things | think we
should do away with the state opening of parliament and have a state of the country of the Union if we are going to have the
federd kind of arrangement.

The Ugandan’s say this, ‘that the President shdl report to parliament and the nation at least once a year dl steps taken to ensure
the redization of these policies of policy objectives and principles. Thisties the President down; he cannot jump here and there
and say dl sorts of things but he will have to convince them that whatever they have stated in the Congtitution is being applied
or isbeing looked a. May beif we did that and we do hereby recommend that the commission takes longer range or propose
Condtitution — the one you are going to write — and indude objectives and directive principles of state policy amilar to those of
the Ugandan congtution.

In the Condtitution itsdf — not very many people in Kenya have read the Condtitution. our Congtitution is not owned by anyone;
itis owned by may be the State law office —the Attorney Genera’ s Office because it isalaw inther statutes. We need to have
— asin the case of the Uganda Congtitution, South Africa and also Tanzania — a statement that dl powers belong to the people.
| think Mr. Suba aso said that —dl powers to belong to the people. And people have delegated these powers to the state and
the State cannot do anything which cannot be delegated to them. The government is a servant of the people and the people are
the state. And therefore any President who thinks that he can jump dl over the place and do dl sorts of things and make
announcements that discriminate or hurt the (inaudible) will be doing so ultra virus.

So, we recommend that the Conditution of Kenya be written in a smple language in which everybody will be able to
understand; would it be Kiswahili, would it be the locd language, Dholuo, Luhya, Maasai and so forth. These are irrdevant but
the language in which it is going to be gpplied is the one which is most important. We need to define — | see sheis tdling me
that my timeisup and | don’t know if it has. We need to define what our republic is because we have had controversy over
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formation of amdl didtricts that have become a problem. In our Congtitution, we need to define what this country is. Isit the 8
provinces? Isit the 63 didtricts or isit the 45 digtricts? And embend the Condtitution the fact that Vihigais a digtrict and for it to
be sub divided, there mugt be a Condtitutional anmendement to it. Otherwise, short of that will be opening a pandora’s box dl

over the place.

Everet Adagala: Regarding citizenship, you raise the question of people being born in other countries. | think al Congtitutions
have a fact that where you are born is where you are a ditizen of until you achieve that age when you can make a decison and if
you look at the Ugandan Condtitution presently it says that children would have even wives who are married outsde and wives
who have married into Uganda from outside would have dud ditizenship and that a Ugandan person who marries outside and
stays outside would not as much loose his citizenship but would be reingtated to that person. | think we need to gpply this and
see how it goes about. | recommend that every ditizens undergoes nationd service for training in citizenship Smilar to the
Nationd Y outh Service but agan amilar to what we had in England sometimes back and | think they dill have it in Uganda up

to now.

The Legidature, | am proposing that it should have two chambers; one the Upper Chamber which should be the Senate and the
Lower Chamber which should be the House of Representatives. The House of the Representatives will be responsible for
certain —will compose of members eected every third year — after every three years. | am saying this because somebody has
rased it and | have raised aso. Because four years it too long whide five years is much longer for someone to stay out there
doing nothing. They should be on ther feet. Everytime they should be out there with the people to hear what the people say, to
learn what they say and to be able to be in contact with them at dl times. So, the House of the Representatives requires two
chambers for three years and the Senate which should be the Upper Chamber should be for Sx years.

The President should serve for six years —in my view — he should be given two terms of Sx years o that the dections of the
President, the eections of the House and the dections of the Senate coincide — they come (inaudible). If we did that, we will
cut down on cost because a bi-election now costs about 60 million shillings and judt if a party was to fdl vacant, we would
Kshs, 60 million shillings on a bi-election. Can this country afford that? 1 do not think so. | think we should be very clever and
put in the Condtitution now that we have staggered directions. The House —the way | have said it, the Senate and the President
agantheway | have said it. But, bearing in mind that dl these people serve the people.

The number of representatives in the House would be determined - in my view — by population. If we take a sngle place say
60,000 population, based on the reason census - 60,000 population to be the base on which we take our representation, then
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you can see what will happen. There are parts of Kenya which will not have 60,000 people, which will have no representation
but you can make in the Congtitution provigon for it. But, for us here who are heavily populated with more than 60,000 - about
250,000 — perhaps we will require public representatives but | am not very sure that that would be the case but we should
actudly go by whatever the commissonis.

Everet Adagala: One thing Mr. Chairman — one thing

Com. Asiyo: Jugt one very important issue. The last one and the most important.

Everet Adagalaz Members of Parliament have voted themsdves very heavy sdaries which are obscene (inaudible). What we
propose is that during the life of that member in parliament — to the life of parliament of a sesson of parliament — during that
election, there should be no review of sdaries whatsoever but if they reviewing of sdaries, it should be for the next parliament
and not for themsdves. The same thing gpplies to the President. The Presdentid sdary should be set and should not be
reviewed until he has ceased to be the President because he can influence sdaries as members of parliament and (inaudible)

influcence their own salaries. At one time or the other, these people will have to account to this money.

Patrick Madoya: In thefirg place, the Congtitution should read that the people of Kenya are a Republic but not that Kenya is
aRepublic.
Sovereignty: People should be above the Conditution and not the Condtitution about people.

Parliament and legidature: The Condtitution should be changed to dlow or provide a senate. Thisshdl deliberate on the matters
passed in the parliament before the Head of State givesit consent. The Senate House shdl conditute of old-age paliticians such
as Ochieng Oneko, Martin Shikuku, Mwa Kibaki and Mr. Moi or people above 70 years of age.

The presidency and the executive: Be above 40 years of age and below 75 years of age. The Presdent should serve two terms
in office of five years each term. Executive powers should be removed from the presidency. This role should be played by the
Miniger of State in the office of the President or the creation of the Prime Minigter’ s office which shall take over these duties.

Removd of the Presdent: Kenyans should be alowed by the Condtitution to remove the stting President who fails to perform
as to thar expectations. This should be through soliciting votes and signatories from at least a hundred people from every
congtituency or 60% of the totad number of congtituencies. Thisshdl be served to the office of the Attorney Generd who will in
turn move the motion to the parliament.

The Vice Presdent: After naming his cabinet, the President, the cabinet shdl vote for one of them as the Vice President and not
the President to name his vice and shdl be an elected MP.

The cabinet hdl be appointed by the Head of State after generd dections. The cabinet should comprise of qudified people
e.g. the Miniger for Finance should be an economist while road and public works, he should be an engineer.

Patrick Madoya: On Judiciary, the Conditution should give the judiciary independence from the executive and the presidency.
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Appointment of judges should be done on merit and done by the office of the Attorney Generd.

The Condtitutiond offices The Attorney Generd to be appointed by the executive office and he should not associate
himsdf with paliticd parties.

Public Service Commisson to be elected by the dvil servants.

Electord Commission of Kenyamust be neutral and its officers elected by dl politica parties.

Elections should be held after five years and aspirants must declare their wedth.

Members of Parliament:

Votes should be counted on the spot at the palling station. They should serve for only two terms of five years each as
the President does.

Any MP who defects should loose his parliamentary seat and the people be dlowed to nominate another person to fill
that vacancy ingead of taking people back or Kenyan back to another bi-dection which is costly. The party that
looses the defector must nominate another MP.
