CONSTITUTION

CHAPTER |
THE STATE OF LITHUANIA

Article 1

The State of Lithuania shall be an independent deatic republic.

Article 2

The State of Lithuania shall be created by thedwatSovereignty shall belong to the Nation.
Article 3

No one may restrict or limit the sovereignty of tation or make claims to the sovereign
powers belonging to the entire Nation.

The Nation and each citizen shall have the righesist anyone who encroaches on the
independence, territorial integrity, and constdnal order of the State of Lithuania by force.

Article 4

The Nation shall execute its supreme sovereign pevtieer directly or through its
democratically elected representatives.

Article 5



In Lithuania, State power shall be executed byS&enasthe President of the Republic and
the Government, and the Judiciary.

The scope of power shall be limited by the Constitu

State institutions shall serve the people.

Article 6

The Constitution shall be an integral and direathplicable act.

Everyone may defend his rights by invoking the Giturison.

Article 7

Any law or other act, which is contrary to the Ciagion, shall be invalid.
Only laws which are published shall be valid.

Ignorance of the law shall not exempt one fromiligb

Article 8

Seizure of State power or of its institution byd@ishall be considered anti-constitutional
actions, which are unlawful and invalid.

Article 9

The most significant issues concerning the liféhef State and the Nation shall be decided by
referendum.

In the cases established by law, Be@masshall announce a referendum.

A referendum shall also be announced if not leas 800,000 citizens with the electoral right
SO request.

The procedure for the announcement and executiarrefierendum shall be established by
law.

Article 10

The territory of the State of Lithuania shall beegral and shall not be divided into any State-
like formations.

The State boundaries may be altered only by amiati®nal treaty of the Republic of
Lithuania after it has been ratified by 4/5 [fotftHs] of all the Members of the Seimas.

Article 11



The administrative units of the territory of thet®tof Lithuania and their boundaries shall be
established by law.

Article 12

Citizenship of the Republic of Lithuania shall kejaired by birth and other grounds
established by law.

With the exception of individual cases provided ligrlaw, no one may be a citizen of both
the Republic of Lithuania and another state astrae time.

The procedure for the acquisition and loss of eitghip shall be established by law.
Article 13
The State of Lithuania shall protect its citizebsoad.

It shall be prohibited to extradite a citizen o tRepublic of Lithuania to another state unless
an international treaty of the Republic of Lithuaestablishes otherwise.

Article 14

Lithuanian shall be the State language.

Article 15

The colours of the State flag shall be yellow, gresnd red.

The Coat-of-Arms of the State shall be a white ¥yt a red field.
The State Coat-of-Arms, flag and their use shakd$tablished by laws.
Article 16

The anthem of the State shall be “TautiSka gigdm Vincas Kudirka.
Article 17

The capital of the State of Lithuania shall bedhy of Vilnius, the long-standing historical
capital of Lithuania.

CHAPTER Il
THE HUMAN BEING AND THE STATE

Article 18
Human rights and freedoms shall be innate.

Article 19



The right to life of a human being shall be pratelcby law.

Article 20

The freedom of a human being shall be inviolable.

No one may be arbitrarily detained or held arredi&ione may be deprived of his freedom
otherwise than on the grounds and according tptbesdures which have been established
by law.

A person detained iflagrante delictomust, within 48 hours, be brought before a courttie
purpose of deciding, in the presence of the detaioe the validity of the detention. If the
court does not adopt a decision to arrest the petee detainee shall be released
immediately.

Article 21

The person of the human being shall be inviolable.

The dignity of the human being shall be protectgdhl.

It shall be prohibited to torture, injure a humariny, degrade his dignity, subject him to cruel
treatment as well as establish such punishments.

No human being may be subjected to scientific adioa experimentation without his
knowledge and free consent.

Article 22
The private life of a human being shall be inviddab

Personal correspondence, telephone conversatelegrdph messages, and other
communications shall be inviolable.

Information concerning the private life of a persoay be collected only upon a justified
court decision and only according to the law.

The law and the court shall protect everyone frobiti@ry or unlawful interference in his
private and family life, from encroachment upon tasour and dignity.

Article 23
Property shall be inviolable.
The rights of ownership shall be protected by laws.

Property may be taken over only for the needs oiesp according to the procedure
established by law and shall be justly compensiated

Article 24



The home of a human being shall be inviolable.

Without the consent of the resident, entrance itdiome shall not be permitted otherwise
than by a court decision or the procedure estaddisly law when this is necessary to
guarantee public order, apprehend a criminal, Haéife, health, or property of a human
being.

Article 25
The human being shall have the right to have his cenvictions and freely express them.

The human being must not be hindered from seekaugjving and imparting information
and ideas.

Freedom to express convictions, to receive and fimpi@rmation may not be limited
otherwise than by law, if this is necessary to gebthe health, honour and dignity, private
life, and morals of a human being, or to defendcitrestitutional order.

Freedom to express convictions and to impart in&tiom shall be incompatible with criminal
actions—incitement of national, racial, religioos,social hatred, violence and
discrimination, with slander and disinformation.

The citizen shall have the right to receive, actwdo the procedure established by law, any
information concerning him that is held by Statgtitutions.

Article 26
Freedom of thought, conscience and religion slatlbe restricted.

Each human being shall have the right to freelyoskaany religion or belief and, either alone
or with others, in private or in public, to profdss religion, to perform religious practices, to
practice and teach his belief.

No one may compel another person or be compelletidose or profess any religion or
belief.

Freedom of a human being to profess and spreagligson or belief may not be limited
otherwise than by law and only when this is neagst®aguarantee the security of society, the
public order, the health and morals of the peoplev@ll as other basic rights and freedoms of
the person.

Parents and guardians shall, without restrictitadse care of the religious and moral
education of their children and wards accordinth&r own convictions.

Article 27

A human being’s convictions, practiced religiorbetief may not serve as justification for a
crime or for failure to execute laws.

Article 28



While implementing his rights and freedoms, the harheing must observe the Constitution
and the laws of the Republic of Lithuania and nmagtrestrict the rights and freedoms of
other people.

Article 29

All persons shall be equal before the law, the t@nd other State institutions and officials.
The rights of the human being may not be restrjated may he be granted any privileges on
the ground of gender, race, nationality, languagein, social status, belief, convictions, or
views.

Article 30

The person whose constitutional rights or freedaresviolated shall have the right to apply
to court.

Compensation for material and moral damage inflictgon a person shall be established by
law.

Article 31

A person shall be presumed innocent until provellygaccording to the procedure
established by law and declared guilty by an eiffeatourt judgement.

A person charged with the commission of a crimel $izae the right to a public and fair
hearing of his case by an independent and impaxtiait.

It shall be prohibited to compel one to give evickeagainst himself, his family members or
close relatives.

Punishment may be imposed or applied only on thargts established by law.

No one may be punished for the same crime a seaoed

A person suspected of the commission of a crimetlama@ccused shall be guaranteed, from
the moment of their detention or first interrogatithe right to defence as well as the right to
an advocate.

Article 32

A citizen may move and choose his place of residemd.ithuania freely and may leave
Lithuania freely.

These rights may not be restricted otherwise thyalaw and if it is necessary for the
protection of the security of the State, the heaftthe people as well as for administration of
justice.

A citizen may not be prohibited from returning tohuania.



Everyone who is Lithuanian may settle in Lithuania.

Article 33

Citizens shall have the right to participate in gfo&ernance of their State both directly and
through their democratically elected representatagewell as the right to enter on equal

terms in the State service of the Republic of Litha.

Citizens shall be guaranteed the right to crititieework of State institutions or their officials
and to appeal against their decisions. Persectdrariticism shall be prohibited.

Citizens shall be guaranteed the right of petittbe;procedure for implementing this right
shall be established by law.

Article 34

Citizens who, on the day of election, have read&gears of age, shall have the electoral
right.

The right to be elected shall be established byCiastitution of the Republic of Lithuania
and by the election laws.

Citizens who are recognised incapable by [the] cehall not participate in elections.

Article 35

Citizens shall be guaranteed the right to freetynfgocieties, political parties and
associations, provided that the aims and activitieseof are not contrary to the Constitution
and laws.

No one may be compelled to belong to any societltigal party, or association.

The founding and activities of political partiegddasther political and public organization
shall be regulated by law.

Article 36

Citizens may not be prohibited or hindered fromeadsling unarmed in peaceful meetings.
This right may not be limited otherwise than by lamd only when it is necessary to protect
the security of the State or society, public orgegple’s health or morals, or the rights and
freedoms of other persons.

Article 37

Citizens belonging to ethnic communities shall héneeright to foster their language, culture,
and customs.

CHAPTER Il
SOCIETY AND THE STATE



Article 38
The family shall be the basis of society and treeSt

Family, motherhood, fatherhood and childhood shalunder the protection and care of the
State.

Marriage shall be concluded upon the free mutuasent of man and woman.

The State shall register marriages, births, anthdedhe State shall also recognise church
registration of marriages.

In the family, the rights of spouses shall be equal

The right and duty of parents is to bring up tleitdren to be honest people and faithful
citizens and to support them until they come of age

The duty of children is to respect their parerigake care of them in their old age, and to
preserve their heritage.

Article 39

The State shall take care of families that raisklaimg up children at home, and shall render
them support according to the procedure establiblydaw.

The law shall provide to working mothers a paid/eebefore and after childbirth as well as
favourable working conditions and other concessions

Under-age children shall be protected by law.
Article 40

State and municipal establishments of teachingealndation shall be secular. At the request
of parents, they shall provide religious instruatio

Non-state establishments of teaching and educataynbe founded according to the
procedure established by law.

Schools of higher education shall be granted aumyno

The State shall supervise the activities of esthbients of teaching and education.
Article 41

Education shall be compulsory for persons undeatfeeof 16.

Education at State and municipal schools of gerezhatation, vocational schools and schools
of further education shall be free of charge.



Higher education shall be accessible to everyonerding to his individual abilities. Citizens
who are good at their studies shall be guarantdadation at State schools of higher
education free of charge.

Article 42

Culture, science and research, and teaching shéileb.

The State shall support culture and science, aaltitske care of the protection of Lithuanian
historical, artistic and cultural monuments anceottulturally valuable objects.

The law shall protect and defend the spiritual mraderial interests of an author which are
related to scientific, technical, cultural, andsdit work.

Article 43

The State shall recognise the churches and regioganization[s] that are traditional in
Lithuania, whereas other churches and religiouarggtion shall be recognised provided
that they have support in society and their teaghimd practices are not in conflict with the
law and public morals.

The churches and religious organization[s] recaghlsy the State shall have the rights of a
legal person.

Churches and religious organization[s] shall be feeproclaim their teaching, perform their
practices, and have houses of prayer, charity ksttaients, and schools for the training of
the clergy.

Churches and religious organization[s] shall condheir affairs freely according to their
canons and statutes.

The status of churches and other religious orgénizg] in the State shall be established by
agreement or by law.

The teaching proclaimed by churches and religiogarmization[s], other religious activities
and houses of prayer may not be used for purpobehare in conflict with the Constitution
and laws.

There shall not be a State religion in Lithuania.

Article 44

Censorship of mass information shall be prohibited.

The State, political parties, political and puldirganization, and other institutions or persons
may not monopolise the mass media.

Article 45



Ethnic communities of citizens shall independentgnage the affairs of their ethnic culture,
education, charity, and mutual assistance.

Ethnic communities shall be provided support bySkege.

CHAPTER IV
NATIONAL ECONOMY AND LABOUR

Article 46

Lithuania’s economy shall be based on the righgrofate ownership, freedom of individual
economic activity and initiative.

The State shall support economic efforts and invegethat are useful to society.
The State shall regulate economic activity so itregrves the general welfare of the Nation.

The law shall prohibit monopolisation of productiand the market and shall protect freedom
of fair competition.

The State shall defend the interests of the consume

Article 471]

The underground, internal waters, forests, padads, historical, archaeological and cultural
objects of State importance shall belong by thetrid exclusive ownership to the Republic

of Lithuania.

The Republic of Lithuania shall have exclusive tigto the airspace over its territory, its
continental shelf and the economic zone in thei®8ka.

In the Republic of Lithuania foreign entities maygaire ownership of land, internal waters
and forests according to a constitutional law.

Plots of land may belong to a foreign state bytraflownership for the establishment of its
diplomatic missions and consular posts accordirtheégrocedure and conditions established
by law.

Article 48

Each human being may freely choose a job or busiresl shall have the right to have
proper, safe and healthy conditions at work, teirefair pay for work and social security in
the event of unemployment.

The work of foreigners in the Republic of Lithuasizall be regulated by law.

Forced labour shall be prohibited.



Military service or alternative service performadolace of military service as well as
citizens’ work in time of war, natural disasterjdgamics, or other extreme cases shall not be
considered forced labour.

Work performed by persons convicted by [the] callm, work being regulated by law, shall
not be considered forced labour, either.

Article 49

Each working human being shall have the right &b aad leisure as well as to an annual paid
leave.

The length of working time shall be establisheddvy.
Article 50

Trade unions shall be freely established and $imadition independently. They shall defend
the professional, economic and social rights atet@sts of employees.

All trade unions shall have equal rights.
Article 51
While defending their economic and social interestsployees shall have the right to strike.

The limitations of this right and the conditionsdgirocedure for its implementation shall be
established by law.

Article 52

The State shall guarantee to citizens the right¢eive old age and disability pensions as
well as social assistance in the event of unempémgnsickness, widowhood, loss of the
breadwinner, and in other cases provided for byglaw

Article 53

The State shall take care of people’s health aall gharantee medical aid and services for
the human being in the event of sickness. The poesfor providing medical aid to citizens
free of charge at State medical establishments$ Isbastablished by law.

The State shall promote physical culture of societg shall support sport.

The State and each person must protect the envmainimom harmful influences.

Article 54

The State shall take care of the protection ofidieral environment, wildlife and plants,

individual objects of nature and areas of particudue and shall supervise a sustainable use
of natural resources, their restoration and in@eas



The destruction of land and the underground, thieiggan of water and air, radioactive
impact on the environment as well as depletionitdlifie and plants shall be prohibited by
law.

CHAPTER V
THE SEIMAS

Article 55
The Seimad(Parliament)] shall consist of representativethef Nation—141 Members of the
Seimasvho shall be elected for a four-year term on thgidof universal, equal, and direct

suffrage by secret ballot.

The Seimasshall be deemed elected when not less than J#eHifths] of the Members of
the Seimashave been elected.

The procedure for election of Members of Bemasshall be established by law.

Article 56

Any citizen of the Republic of Lithuania who is rmiund by an oath or pledge to a foreign
state, and who, on the election day, is not youtigar 25 years of age and permanently

resides in Lithuania, may be elected a Member@S#imas

Persons who have not fulfilled punishment imposgd bourt judgement as well as persons
recognised incapable by court may not be electeaiddes of theSeimas

Article 572]

Regular elections to tifeeimasshall be held on the year of the expiration ofgbwvers of the
Members ofSeimason the second Sunday of October.

Regular elections to tifgeimadollowing pre-term elections to tt&eimasshall be held at the
time specified in the First Paragraph of this Aetic

Article 58

Pre-term elections to tH&eimasnay be held on the decision of tBeimasadopted by not
less than a 3/5 [three-fifths] majority vote of tdembers of th&eimas

Pre-term elections to tH&eimagnay also be announced by the President of thelitiepu
1) if the Seimadails to adopt a decision on the new programmih@iGovernment within 30
days of its presentation, or if ti®imadwo times in succession gives no assent to the

programme of the Government within 60 days ofirts fpresentation;

2) on the proposal of the Government, if B@masexpresses direct no-confidence in the
Government.



The President of the Republic may not announcdgsrma-elections to th8eimasgf the term
of office of the President of the Republic expiretess than 6 months, also if 6 months have
not passed since the pre-term elections t&G#imas

The day of elections to the né&eimasshall be specified in the resolution of Beimasr in
the act of the President of the Republic on thetgna elections to thBeimasThe elections
to the newSeimagnust be held within 3 months of the adoption ef decision on the pre-
term elections.

Article 59

The term of powers of Members of tBeimasshall begin to be counted from the day on
which the newly-electe8eimasonvenes for the first sitting. The term of poweirshe
previously elected Members of tBeimasshall expire at the beginning of this sitting.

The elected Member of tf&eimasshall acquire all the rights of a representativihe Nation
only after taking at th&eimasan oath to be faithful to the Republic of Lithuani

The Member of th&eimasvho either does not take the oath according tgptbeedure
established by law, or who takes a conditional cstthll lose the mandate of a Member of the
SeimasTheSeimasshall adopt a corresponding resolution thereonefM\ih office, Members

of theSeimasshall follow theConstitution of the Republic of Lithuani#e interests of the
State as well as their own consciences, and magenogstricted by any mandates.

Article 60

The duties of a Member of tt@&eimaswith the exception of his duties at tBeimasshall be
incompatible with any other duties at State inibtus and organization as well as with work
in business, commercial and other private estaibkstis or enterprises. During his term of
office, a Member of th&eimasshall be exempt from the duty to perform the matlaefence
service.

A Member of theSeimasmay be appointed only either as the Prime Ministex Minister.

The work of a Member of thBeimasas well as all the expenses relating to his padiatary
activities shall be remunerated from the State Budf Member of th&eimasmay not
receive any other remuneration, with the exceptioremuneration for creative activities.

The duties, rights and guarantees of the activitiesMember of th&eimasshall be
established by law.

Article 61

A Member of theSeimasshall have the right to submit an inquiry to thienf@ Minister, the
Ministers, and the heads of other State institgtimnmed or elected by ti&imasThe said
persons must respond orally or in writing during siession of thBeimasaccording to the

procedure established by tBeimas

At a session of thBeimasa group of not less than 1/5 [one-fifth] of thebers of the
Seimagnay direct an interpellation to the Prime Minisbera Minister.



Upon considering the response of the Prime Ministexr Minister to the interpellation, the
Seimagnay decide that the response is not satisfacémy, by majority vote of half of all the
Members of th&eimasexpress no-confidence in the Prime Minister erNhnister.

The voting procedure shall be established by law.

Article 62

The person of a Member of ti@imasshall be inviolable.

A Member of theSeimasmay not be held criminally liable, arrested, n@ynhis freedom be
otherwise restricted without the consent of $semas

A Member of theéSeimasmay not be persecuted for his voting or his spegel the&Seimas
However, he may be held liable according to theegamprocedure for personal insult or
slander.

Article 63

The powers of a Member of tlseimasshall cease:

1) upon the expiration of the term of powers, oewtheSeimaselected in pre-term
elections, convenes for the first sitting;

2) upon his death;
3) upon his resignation;
4) when he is recognised incapable by court;

5) when theSeimagevokes his mandate according to the procedurenjpeachment
proceedings;

6) when the election is recognised invalid, ohd taw on election is grossly violated;

7) if he takes up or does not give up employmeritlts incompatible with the duties of a
Member of theSeimas

8) if he loses citizenship of the Republic of Lidmia.
Article 64

Every year, th&eimasshall convene for two regular sessions—springartdmn. The

spring session shall commence on the 10th of Manchshall end on 30th of June. The
autumn session shall commence on the 10th of Sépteamd shall end on 23rd of December.
The Seimasnay decide to prolong a session.

Extraordinary sessions shall be convened by thakgpef theSeimason the proposal of not
less than [1/3] one-third of all the Members of 8B@masand, in cases provided for in the
Constitution, by the President of the Republic.



Article 65

The President of the Republic shall convene tls $itting of the newly-electeSeimas

which must be held within 15 days of tBeimaselection. If the President of the Republic
fails to convene th8eimasthe Members of th8eimasshall assemble by themselves on the
day following the expiration of the 15-day period.

Article 66

The sittings of th&eimasshall be presided over by the Speaker ofS&ienasor his Deputy.

The first sitting of the&Seimasafter the elections shall be opened by the eldestber of the
Seimas

Article 67

TheSeimas

1) shall consider and adopt amendments to the Qainst;

2) shall pass laws;

3) shall adopt resolutions on referendums;

4) shall call elections for the President of thepiR#ic of Lithuania;

5) shall establish State institutions providedidgiaw and appoint and dismiss their heads;

6) shall or shall not give assent to the candidatdithe Prime Minister submitted by the
President of the Republic;

7) shall consider the programme of the Governmezgented by the Prime Minister and
decide whether to give assent to it;

8) shall, on the proposal of the Government, estlalaind abolish ministries of the Republic
of Lithuania;

9) shall supervise the activities of the Governmant may express no-confidence in the
Prime Minister or a Minister;

10) shall appoint justices and Presidents of thes@mtional Court and the Supreme Court;

11) shall appoint and dismiss the State Contraltet the Chairman of the Board of the Bank
of Lithuania;

12) shall call elections of municipal councils;
13) shall form the Central Electoral Commission altdr its composition;

14) shall approve the State Budget and supengsexgcution;



15) shall establish State taxes and other compujsyments;

16) shall ratify and denounce international tresatiethe Republic of Lithuania and consider
other issues of foreign policy;

17) shall establish administrative division of RRepublic;
18) shall establish State awards of the Republiatbfiania;
19) shall issue acts of amnesty;

20) shall impose direct rule, martial law, andatesbf emergency, declare mobilisation, and
adopt a decision to use the armed forces.

Article 68

The right of legislative initiative at tieeimasshall belong to the Members of tBeimasthe
President of the Republic, and the Government.

Citizens of the Republic of Lithuania shall alswéhe right of legislative initiative. 50,000
citizens of the Republic of Lithuania who have éhectoral right may submit a draft law to
the Seimasand theSeimasnust consider it.

Article 69
Laws shall be adopted at tBeimasaccording to the procedure established by law.

Laws shall be deemed adopted if the majority ofMleenbers of th&eimagarticipating in
the sitting have voted in favor thereof.

Constitutional laws of the Republic of Lithuaniaalitbe adopted if more than half of all the
Members of th&eimasvote in favor thereof and they shall be alteredmt less than a 3/5
[three-fifths] majority vote of all the Members thie Seimas TheSeimasshall establish the
list of constitutional laws by a 3/5 [three-fifthslajority vote of the Members of ti&eimas

Provisions of laws of the Republic of Lithuania nago be adopted by referendum.

Article 70

The laws adopted by ti&eimasshall come into force after they are signed afidiafly
promulgated by the President of the Republic, willes laws themselves establish a later date
for their coming into force.

Other acts adopted by tl&®imasand the Statute of tifgeimasshall be signed by the Speaker
of theSeimasThe said acts shall come into force on the ddgviing their publication,

unless the acts themselves establish another preceficoming into force.

Article 71



Within ten days of receiving a law adopted by $®masthe President of the Republic shall
either sign and officially promulgate the law, b8 refer it back to th&eimadogether with
relevant reasons for reconsideration.

If the law adopted by th&eimads not referred back and is not signed by theiéees of the
Republic within the specified period, the law sttaline into force after it is signed and
officially promulgated by the Speaker of tBeimas

A law or other act adopted by referendum must, iwighdays, be signed and officially
promulgated by the President of the Republic.

If the President of the Republic does not sign rmoanulgate such a law within the specified
period, the law shall come into force after itigned and officially promulgated by the
Speaker of the Seimas.

Article 72

The Seimasnay consider anew and adopt the law which has teferred back by the
President of the Republic.

The law reconsidered by tls®imasshall be deemed adopted provided the amendmethts an
supplements submitted by the President of the Riepwbre adopted or if more than 1/2
[one-half] of all the Members of tifgeimassoted for the law, and if it was a constitutional
law—if not less than 3/5 of all the Members of 8&imassoted for it.

The President of the Republic must within threesdaign and forthwith officially promulgate
such laws.

Article 73

Complaints of citizens about the abuse of authauity bureaucratic intransigence by State
and municipal officials (with the exception of juel) shall be examined by tBeimas
controllers. They shall have the right to subnpra@posal before a court for dismissing the
guilty officials from office.

The powers of th&eimascontrollers shall be established by law.

The Seimasshall also establish, as necessary, other instisibf control. Their system and
powers shall be established by law.

Article 74

The President of the Republic, the President asticgs of the Constitutional Court, the
President and justices of the Supreme Court, tesidnt and judges of the Court of Appeal
as well as the Members of tBeimasvho have grossly violated the Constitution or bhesl
their oath, or if it transpires that a crime hasrbeommitted, may by a 3/5 [three-fifths]
majority vote of all the Members of ti&eimade removed from office or their mandate of a
Member of theSeimasmay be revoked.

CHAPTER VI
THE PRESIDENT OF THE REPUBLIC

He shall represent the State of Lithuania and gfeaform everything with which he is
charged by the Constitution and laws.

Article 78
A Lithuanian citizen by origin, who has lived inthuania for not less than the last three
years, if he has reached the age of not less thamidr to the election day, and if he may be

elected a Member of tHfeeimasmay be elected President of the Repubilic.

The President of the Republic shall be electechbycttizens of the Republic of Lithuania for
a five-year term by universal, equal, and direffrage by secret ballot.

The same person may not be elected President &edpeblic for more than two consecutive
terms.

Article 79

Any citizen of the Republic of Lithuania who med#ts conditions set forth in the First
Paragraph of Article 78 and has collected the sigea of not less than 20,000 voters shall be
registered as a presidential candidate.

The number of candidates for the post of the Peesidf the Republic shall not be limited.
Article 80

Regular elections of the President of the Repudiiall be held on the last Sunday two months
before the expiration of the term of office of fRresident of the Republic.

Article 81

The candidate for the post of the President oR&public who, during the first voting in
which not less than half of all the voters partatgy receives the votes of more than half of all



the voters who patrticipated in the election, shaldeemed elected. If less than half of all the
voters participate in the election, the candidate weceives the greatest number of votes, but
not less than 1/3 [one-third] of the votes of b# woters, shall be deemed elected.

If, during the first voting round, no single canalid gets the requisite number of votes, a
repeat voting shall be held after two weeks pittimgtwo candidates who received the
greatest number of votes against each other. Tididste who receives more votes thereafter
shall be deemed elected.

If no more than two candidates take part in th& fiound, and neither of them receives the
requisite number of votes, a repeat election sieaheld.

Article 82

The elected President of the Republic shall takeeobn the day following the expiration of
the term of office of the President of the Repuylditer he, in Vilnius, in the presence of the
representatives of the Nation, the Members ofShienastakes an oath to the Nation to be
faithful to the Republic of Lithuania and the Cangton, to conscientiously fulfil the duties
of his office, and to be equally just to all.

The re-elected President of the Republic shall @ke the oath.

The act of oath of the President of the Republatldte signed by him and by the President of
the Constitutional Court, or, in the absence ofi#itier, by a justice of the Constitutional
Court.

Article 83

The President of the Republic may not be a Memb#reSeimasmay not hold any other
office, and may not receive any remuneration othan the remuneration established for the
President of the Republic as well as remuneratomcifeative activities.

A person elected President of the Republic mugiesus his activities in political parties and
political organization until the beginning of a neampaign of the election of the President of
the Republic.

Article 84[3]

5) shall dismiss, upon the assent of 8&masthe Prime Minister;

6) shall accept the powers returned by the Govenhongon the election of a neéSeimasand
charge it to exercise its duties until a new Goment is formed,

7) shall accept the resignation of the Governmedt as necessary, charge it to continue
exercising its duties or charge one of the Mingsterexercise the duties of the Prime Minister
until a new Government is formed; shall acceptgraiions of Ministers and may charge
them to exercise their duties until a new Minisseappointed;

8) shall, upon the resignation of the Governmeraftar it returns its powers, within 15 days
submit to the Seimas the candidature of a new PKiméster for consideration;

9) shall appoint and dismiss Ministers upon therggbion by the Prime Minister;

10) shall appoint and dismiss, according to thal#sthed procedure, State officials provided
for by laws;

11) shall submit candidatures of the Supreme QJusitices to the Seimas and, upon the
appointment of all the Supreme Court justices, subyom among them to thBeimaghe
President of the Supreme Court; appoint judgekefourt of Appeal, and from among
them, provided th&eimagyives assent to their candidatures, the Presafahe Court of
Appeal; appoint judges and presidents of regiondllacal courts, and change their places of
work; in cases provided for by law, shall submétttheSeimagismiss judges; shall, upon
the assent of thBeimasappoint and dismiss the Prosecutor-General oRéiqaublic of
Lithuania;

12) shall submit to th8eimaghe candidatures for three justices of the Canstihal Court,
and, upon the appointment of all the justices ef@onstitutional Court, submit from among
them to theSeimasa candidature for the President of the ConstitaticCourt;

13) shall submit to th8eimaghe candidatures for the State Controller andctharman of
the Board of the Bank of Lithuania; may submit tetSeimasexpress no-confidence in
them;

14) shall appoint and dismiss, upon the assertef¢imasthe Commander of the Armed
Forces and the Head of the Security Service;

15) shall confer the highest military ranks;

16) shall adopt, in the event of an armed attackhvtireatens State sovereignty or territorial
integrity, decisions concerning defence againsh sumed aggression, the imposition of
martial law as well as mobilisation, and submitth€decisions to the next sitting of the
Seimador approval;

17) shall declare a state of emergency accorditiget@procedure and in cases established by
law, and present this decision to the next sittihthe Seimador approval;



18) shall make annual reports at 8&mason the situation in Lithuania and the domestic and
foreign policies of the Republic of Lithuania;

19) shall convene, in cases provided for in thediitution, an extraordinary session of the
Seimas

20) shall announce regular elections to$leémasand, in cases provided for in the Second
Paragraph of Article 58 of the Constitution, annmripre-term elections to tlseimas

21) shall grant citizenship of the Republic of li#mia according to the procedure established
by law;

22) shall confer State awards;
23) shall grant pardons to convicted persons;

24) shall sign and promulgate laws adopted byS#ienasor refer them back to tigeimas
according to the procedure established in Artidlef’the Constitution.

Article 85

The President of the Republic, implementing the grewested in him, shall issue acts-
decrees. To be valid, the decrees of the Presadehé Republic, specified in Items 3, 15, 17,
and 21 of Article 84 of the Constitution, must Iigned by the Prime Minister or an
appropriate Minister. Responsibility for such ar@ecshall lie with the Prime Minister or the
Minister who signed it.

Article 86

The person of the President of the Republic stelhiiolable: while in office, he may neither
be arrested nor held criminally or administrativieyple.

The President of the Republic may be removed fréiiroecahead of time only for gross
violation of the Constitution or breach of oatlsaivhen it transpires that a crime has been
committed.

Article 87

When, in cases provided for in the Second Paragvagiticle 58 of the Constitution, the
President of the Republic announces pre-term elestio theéSeimasthe newly-elected

30 days of the day of the first sitting, announgeeaterm election of the President of the
Republic.

The President of the Republic wishing to particgpatthe election shall be immediately
registered as a candidate.

The President of the Republic re-elected in sucklection shall be deemed elected for the
second term of office, provided that more thandhyears of his first term of office had



expired prior to the election. If less than threang of the first term of office had expired, the

Article 88

6) when theéSeimastaking into consideration the conclusion of then&titutional Court, by a
3/5 [three-fifths] majority vote of all the MemberstheSeimasadopts a resolution stating
that the state of health of the President of theuRkc does not allow him to hold office.

Article 89

In the event that the President of the Republis,diesigns or is removed from office
according to the procedure for impeachment prooggsdior when th8eimagdecides that the
state of health of President of the Republic dagsahow him to hold office, his office shall
temporarily be held by the Speaker of 8&masin such a case, the Speaker ofSieémas
shall lose his powers at tisz=imasand his office shall temporarily be held, upoa th
commissioning by th&eimasby his Deputy. In the enumerated casesS#ienasnust,
within 10 days, call an election of the Presiddrthe Republic which must be held within
two months. If theSeimascannot convene and announce the election of #sdent of the
Republic, the election shall be announced by theeGonent.

The Speaker of thBeimasshall substitute for the President of the Repulshen the latter is
temporarily abroad or has fallen ill and for themson is temporarily unable to hold office.

While temporarily substituting for the Presidentloé Republic, the Speaker of tBeimas
may neither announce pre-term elections ofSbenashor dismiss or appoint Ministers
without the consent of theeimasDuring the said period, tffg&eimasmnay not consider the
issue of no-confidence in the Speaker ofSeenas

The powers of the President of the Republic maybeatxecuted in any other cases, or by any
other persons or institutions.



Article 90

The President of the Republic shall have a resglefiae financing of the President of the
Republic and of his residence shall be establiglyddw.

CHAPTER VII
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF LITHUANIA

Article 91

The Government of the Republic of Lithuania shalgist of the Prime Minister and
Ministers.

Article 92

The Prime Minister shall, with the assent of B@masbe appointed and dismissed by the
President of the Republic.

The Ministers shall be appointed and dismissedbyPresident of the Republic upon the
submission of the Prime Minister.

The Prime Minister, within 15 days of his appointiheshall present to tHeéeimaghe
Government which he has formed and which has bgeroeed by the President of the
Republic, and shall present its programme tdSienador consideration.

The Government shall return its powers to the Eezdiof the Republic after tfg&eimas
elections or upon election of the President ofRlepublic.

A new Government shall receive the powers to der #fieSeimaggives assent to its
programme by majority vote of the Members of 8@magarticipating in the sitting.

Article 93

When taking office, the Prime Minister and the Miers shall, at thBeimastake an oath to
be faithful to the Republic of Lithuania, to obsethe Constitution and laws. The text of the
oath shall be established by the Law on the Govermim

Article 94

The Government of the Republic of Lithuania:

1) shall administer the affairs of the country,tpod the inviolability of the territory of the
Republic of Lithuania, guarantee State security @analic order;

2) shall execute laws and resolutions of S@@mawon the implementation of the laws as well
as the decrees of the President of the Republic;

3) shall co-ordinate the activities of the ministriand other establishments of the
Government;



4) shall prepare a draft State Budget and subrnuotthieSeimasexecute the State Budget and
submit to theSeimasa report on the execution of the budget;

5) shall prepare draft laws and present them t&thmador consideration;

6) shall establish diplomatic ties and maintaimtiehs with foreign states and international
organization;

7) shall discharge other duties prescribed to toee@ment by the Constitution and other
laws.

Article 95

The Government of the Republic of Lithuania shedlalve the affairs of State governance at
its sittings by adopting resolutions by majorityeof all the members of the Government.
The State Controller may also participate in tiiengjs of the Government.

The Government resolutions shall be signed by tireéPMinister and the Minister of a
corresponding branch.

Article 96

The Government of the Republic of Lithuania shalfjdintly and severally responsible to the
Seimador the general activities of the Government.

The Ministers, in directing the branches of adntraison entrusted to them, shall be
responsible to the Seimas, the President of theilitiepand directly subordinate to the Prime
Minister.

Article 97

The Prime Minister shall represent the Governmétiti@Republic of Lithuania and shall
head its activities.

When the Prime Minister is not available, or whendwunable to hold office, the President of
the Republic, upon the submission of the Prime &f@ri shall charge one of the Ministers to
substitute for the Prime Minister during a periad exceeding 60 days; when there is no such
submission, the President of the Republic shaltgdhane of the Ministers to substitute for

the Prime Minister.

Article 98

A Minister shall head his respective ministry, sih@solve issues belonging to the
competence of the ministry, and shall also disahatber functions provided for by laws.

Only another member of the Government appointethéyrime Minister may temporarily
substitute for a Minister.

Article 99



The Prime Minister and Ministers may not hold attyeo elected or appointed office, may not
work in any business, commercial or other privataleishments or enterprises, nor may they
receive any remuneration other than that estahlisbretheir respective Government offices
and payment for creative activities.

Article 100

The Prime Minister and Ministers may not be helchorally liable, arrested or have their
freedom restricted otherwise without the prior @nsf the Seimas, while between the
sessions of the Seimas—uwithout the prior consetti@President of the Republic.

Article 101

Upon the request of tHgeimasthe Government or individual Ministers must gareaccount
of their activities to th&eimas

When more than half of the Ministers are chandeel Government must once again receive
its powers from th&eimasOtherwise, the Government must resign.

The Government must also resign in the followingesa

1) when theéSeimadwo times in succession does not give assengetpithgramme of the
newly-formed Government;

2) when theSeimasby majority vote of all the Members of tBeimasby secret ballot
expresses no-confidence in the Government or ifPthree Minister;

3) when the Prime Minister resigns or dies;
4) after elections to th®@eimaswhen a new Government is formed.

A Minister must resign when more than half of B Members of th8eimasby secret
ballot, express no-confidence in him.

The President of the Republic shall accept thenagion of the Government or a Minister.

CHAPTER VIII
THE CONSTITUTIONAL COURT

Article 102
The Constitutional Court shall decide whether t#ved and other acts of ti&=imasare not in
conflict with the Constitution and whether the aafishe President of the Republic and the

Government are not in conflict with the Constitatior laws.

The status of the Constitutional Court and the @doce for the execution of its powers shall
be established by the Law on the ConstitutionalrCaoiuthe Republic of Lithuania.

Article 103



The Constitutional Court shall consist of 9 jussiceach appointed for a single nine-year term
of office. Every three years, one-third of the QGdosonal Court shall be reconstituted. The
Seimasshall appoint candidates for justices of the Garginal Court from the candidates,
three each submitted by the President of the Repubé President of th®eimasand the
President of the Supreme Court, and appoint thejuséises.

Citizens of the Republic of Lithuania who have mpéccable reputation, who have higher
education in law, and who have not less than aeEd-work record in the field of law or in a
branch of science and education as a lawyer, mappeinted as justices of the
Constitutional Court.

Article 104

While in office, justices of the Constitutional Gbahall be independent of any other State
institution, person or organization, and shalldallonly theConstitution of the Republic of
Lithuania

Before entering office, justices of the ConstitnabCourt shall take an oath at theimago
be faithful to the Republic of Lithuania and thenSttution.

The limitations on work and political activities igh are established for court judges shall
apply also to justices of the Constitutional Court.

Justices of the Constitutional Court shall havesém@e rights concerning the inviolability of
their person as shall Members of ®&imas

Article 105
The Constitutional Court shall consider and adogi¢@sion whether the laws of the Republic
of Lithuania and other acts adopted by 8®masare not in conflict with th€onstitution of

the Republic of Lithuania

The Constitutional Court shall also consider if thkowing are not in conflict with the
Constitution and laws:

1) acts of the President of the Repubilic;
2) acts of the Government of the Republic.
The Constitutional Court shall present conclusions:

1) whether there were violations of election lawsig elections of the President of the
Republic or elections of members of heimas

2) whether the state of health of the Presideth®Republic allows him to continue to hold
office;



3) whether international treaties of the Repubfitithuania are not in conflict with the
Constitution;

4) whether concrete actions of Members of$leemasand State officials against whom an
impeachment case has been instituted are in cowfiiic the Constitution.

Article 106

The Government, not less than 1/5 [one-fifth] dtlaé Members of th&eimasand the
courts, shall have the right to apply to the Caastinal Court concerning the acts specified
in the First Paragraph of Article 105.

Not less than 1/5 [one-fifth] of all the Memberstlé Seimasand the courts shall have the
right to apply to the Constitutional Court concemthe conformity of acts of the President of
the Republic with the Constitution and the laws.

Not less than 1/5 [one-fifth] of all the Memberstlé Seimasthe courts, as well as the
President of the Republic, shall have the righagply to the Constitutional Court concerning
the conformity of acts of the Government with then€titution and the laws.

The presentation by the President of the Repubtithle Constitutional Court or the
resolution of the Seimas asking for an investigairdo the conformity of an act with the
Constitution shall suspend the validity of the act.

The Seimagnay request a conclusion from the Constitutiorali©; and in cases concerning
Seimaslections and international treaties, the Presidethe Republic may also request a
conclusion.

The Constitutional Court shall have the right tuse to accept a case for consideration or to
prepare a conclusion if the application is basedamlegal reasoning.

Article 107

A law (or part thereof) of the Republic of Lithuaror other act (or part thereof) of the
Seimasact of the President of the Republic, act (ot ffareof) of the Government may not
be applied from the day of official promulgationtb& decision of the Constitutional Court
that the act in question (or part thereof) is inftiot with the Constitution of the Republic of
Lithuania

The decisions of the Constitutional Court on issagsibed to its competence by the
Constitution shall be final and not subject to ape

On the basis of the conclusions of the Constitai@ourt, theSeimasshall take a final
decision on the issues set forth in the Third Paalg of Article 105 of the Constitution.

Article 108
The powers of a justice of the Constitutional Calndll cease:

CHAPTER IX
THE COURTS

Article 109

The court shall adopt decisions in the name oRépublic of Lithuania.

Article 110

A judge may not apply a law, which is in conflicithvthe Constitution.

In cases when there are grounds to believe thdather other legal act which should be
applied in a concrete case is in conflict with @anstitution, the judge shall suspend the
consideration of the case and shall apply to thes@witional Court requesting it to decide
whether the law or other legal act in questiomisampliance with the Constitution.

Article 111

The courts of the Republic of Lithuania shall be upreme Court of Lithuania, the Court of
Appeal of Lithuania, regional courts and local ¢seur

For the consideration of administrative, laboumifst and cases of other categories,
specialised courts may be established accordifagto

Courts with extraordinary powers may not be esshklil in the Republic of Lithuania in a
time of peace.

The formation and competence of courts shall bebéished by théaw on Courts of the
Republic of Lithuania

Article 112

In Lithuania, only citizens of the Republic of Lithnia may be judges.



Justices of the Supreme Court as well as its Rrasithosen from among them shall be
appointed and dismissed by tBeimasupon the submission of the President of the Régubl

Judges of the Court of Appeal as well as its Pezgidhosen from among them shall be
appointed by the President of the Republic uporatisent of th&eimas

Judges and presidents of local, regional, and ajps®il courts shall be appointed, and their
places of work shall be changed by the PresidetiteoRepublic.

A special institution of judges provided for by l@all advise the President of the Republic
on the appointment, promotion, transfer of judgesheir dismissal from office.

A person appointed judge shall take an oath, acogtd the procedure established by law, to
be faithful to the Republic of Lithuania and to adster justice only according to law.

Article 113

A judge may not hold any other elected or appoitfide, may not work in any business,
commercial, or other private establishments orrpnises. Also he may not receive any
remuneration other than the remuneration estaldifdrethe judge and payment for
educational or creative activities.

A judge may not participate in the activities ofipcal parties and other political
organization.

Article 114

Interference by institutions of State power andegoance, Members of ti&eimasand other
officials, political parties, political and publarganization, or citizens with the activities of a
judge or the court shall be prohibited and shaluimiability provided for by law.

A judge may not be held criminally liable, arrestechave his freedom restricted otherwise
without the consent of the Seimas, or, in the pebetween the sessions of eimas

without the consent of the President of the RepuifliLithuania.

Article 115

Judges of courts of the Republic of Lithuania shalbdismissed from office according to the
procedure established by law in the following cases

1) of their own will;

2) upon expiration of the term of powers or upcercteng the pensionable age established by
law;

3) due to the state of health;

4) upon the election to another office or uponrth@insfer, with their consent, to another
place of work;



5) when by their behavior they discredit the narnthe judge;

6) upon coming into effect of court judgements goting them.

Article 116

For a gross violation of the Constitution, breatbath, or when it transpires that a crime has
been committed, the President and justices of teene Court as well as the President and
judges of the Court of Appeal may be removed frdfic® by theSeimasaccording to the
procedure for impeachment proceedings.

Article 117

In all courts, the consideration of cases shapudaic. A closed court hearing may be held in
order to protect the secrecy of private or famiiy bf the human being, or where public
consideration of the case might disclose a Statdegsional or commercial secret.

In the Republic of Lithuania, court proceedingslishe@ conducted in the State language.

Persons who have no command of Lithuanian shajuleanteed the right to participate in
investigation and court acts through a translator.

Article 114]

Pre-trial investigation shall be organised andaled, and charges on behalf of the State in
criminal cases shall be upheld by the prosecutor.

When performing his functions, the prosecutor shalindependent and shall obey only the
law.

The Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of Lithumshall be the Office of the Prosecutor-
General and territorial prosecutor’s offices.

The Prosecutor-General shall be appointed and ssaniby the President of the Republic
upon the assent of ttf8eimas

The procedure for the appointment and dismissptagecutors and their status shall be
established by law.

CHAPTER X
LOCAL SELF-GOVERNMENT AND GOVERNANCE

Article 1195]
The right to self-government shall be guaranteeatitoinistrative units of the territory of the
State, which are provided for by law. It shall bglemented through corresponding

municipal councils.

The members of municipal councils shall be eletted four-year term, as provided for by
law, from among citizens of the Republic of Lithieaand other permanent residents of the



administrative unit by the citizens of the Repuldlid.ithuania and other permanent residents
of the administrative unit, on the basis of unieérequal and direct suffrage by secret ballot.

The procedure for the organization and activitiesetf-government institutions shall be
established by law.

For the direct implementation of the laws of thep&dic of Lithuania, the decisions of the
Government and the municipal council, the municgmalncil shall form executive bodies
accountable to it.

Article 120

The State shall support municipalities.

Municipalities shall act freely and independentiyhm their competence defined by the
Constitution and laws.

Article 121

Municipalities shall draft and approve their budget

Municipal councils shall have the right, within thmits and according to the procedure
provided for by law, to establish local levies; naipal councils may provide for tax and levy
concessions at the expense of their own budget.

Article 122

Municipal councils shall have the right to applyctwrt regarding the violation of their rights.

Article 123

At higher level administrative units, the governausball be organised by the Government
according to the procedure established by law.

The observance of the Constitution and the lawsedisas the execution of decisions of the
Government by municipalities shall be supervisedhgyrepresentatives appointed by the
Government.

The powers of the Government representative angribeedure of their execution shall be
established by law.

In cases and according to the procedure providelyftaw, the Seimas may temporarily
introduce direct rule in the territory of a muniaiipy.

Article 124

Acts or actions of municipal councils as well aghadir executive bodies and officials, which
violate the rights of citizens and organizationyrba appealed in court.



CHAPTER XI
FINANCES AND THE STATE BUDGET

Article 1256]

In the Republic of Lithuania, the Bank of Lithuamsiaall be the central bank which belongs to
the State of Lithuania by right of ownership.

The procedure for the organization and activitiethe Bank of Lithuania, its powers and the
legal status of the Chairman of the Bank of Lithaas well as the grounds of his dismissal
shall be established by law.

Article 126

The Chairman of the Board of the Bank of Lithuashall be appointed for a five-year term

Article 127

The budgetary system of the Republic of Lithuahiallsconsist of the independent State
Budget of the Republic of Lithuania as well as peledent municipal budgets.

The State budget revenue shall be raised from tarespulsory payments, levies, income
from State property and other income.

Taxes, other payments to the budgets, and levaklshestablished by the laws of the
Republic of Lithuania.

Article 128

Decisions concerning the State loan and other Ipaisjmerty liabilities of the State shall be
adopted by th&eimasn the proposal of the Government.

The procedure for the possession, use and dispbSahte property shall be established by
law.

Article 129
The budget year shall start on the 1st of Januadyshall end on the 31st of December.
Article 130

The Government shall draw up a draft State Budgeétpsresent it to th8eimasot later than
75 days before the end of the budget year.

Article 131



The draft State Budget hall be considered byShienasand shall be approved by law prior to
the start of the new budget year.

During the consideration of the draft budget, 83®masnay increase expenditure provided
that it specifies the financial sources for thel saipenditure. Expenditure established by laws
may not be reduced as long as the said laws arateotd.

Article 132

If the State Budget is not approved in time, atiéginning of the budget year the budget
expenditure each month may not exceed 1/12 [onbthskof the State Budget expenditure
of the previous budget year.

During the budget year tf&eimagnay change the budget. It shall be changed acuptdi
the same procedure by which it is drawn up, adoatetapproved. As necessary, S@mas
may approve an additional budget.

CHAPTER XII
STATE CONTROL

Article 133
The system and powers of the State Control shadksbeblished by law.

The State Control shall be headed by the Stater@tartwho shall be appointed for a five-
year term by th&eimasupon the submission of the President of the Requbl

When taking office, the State Controller shall takeoath. The oath shall be established by
law.

Article 134

The State Control shall supervise the lawfulnegb®ipossession and use of State property
and the execution of the State Budget.

The State Controller shall submit to the Seimagrecieision on the report on the annual
execution of the budget.

CHAPTER XIlI
FOREIGN POLICY AND NATIONAL DEFENCE

Article 135

In implementing its foreign policy, the Republiclathuania shall follow the universally
recognised principles and norms of international lshall seek to ensure national security
and independence, the welfare of the citizens e basic rights and freedoms, and shall
contribute to the creation of the internationalesrdased on law and justice.

In the Republic of Lithuania, war propaganda shalprohibited.



Article 136

The Republic of Lithuania shall participate in mmational organization provided that this is
not in conflict with the interests and independeotthe State.

Article 137

There may not be any weapons of mass destructfoagign military bases on the territory
of the Republic of Lithuania.

Article 138

The Seimasshall ratify or denounce the following internatbtreaties of the Republic of
Lithuania:

1) on the alteration of the State boundaries oRbapublic of Lithuania;

2) on political co-operation with foreign stategjtoral assistance treaties as well as treaties of
defensive nature related to the defence of thee Stat

3) on the renunciation of the use of force or tteemg by force as well as peace treaties;

4) on the presence and status of the armed fofdbe ®epublic of Lithuania on the
territories of foreign states;

5) on the participation of the Republic of Lithuamm universal international organization and
regional international organization;

6) multilateral or long-term economic treaties.

Laws as well as international treaties may als@igefor other cases when tBeimas
ratifies international treaties of the Republid-@huania.

International treaties ratified by tlseimasf the Republic of Lithuania shall be a constituen
part of the legal system of the Republic of Lithiaan

Article 139

The defence of the State of Lithuania against eidorarmed attack shall be the right and
duty of each citizen of the Republic of Lithuania.

Citizens of the Republic of Lithuania must perfammitary or alternative national defence
service according to the procedure establishedwy |

The organization of national defence shall be distadd by laws.
Article 140

The main issues of State defence shall be considar@ co-ordinated by the State Defence
Council which consists of the President of the Riputhe Prime Minister, the Speaker of



the Seimas, the Minister of National Defence, damed@ommander of the Armed Forces. The
State Defence Council shall be headed by the Rnessad the Republic. The procedure for its
formation, activities and its powers shall be estald by law.

The President of the Republic shall be the Comnraimd€hief of the Armed Forces of the
State.

The Government, the Minister of National Defenae the Commander of the Armed Forces
shall be responsible to the Seimas for the admatish and command of the armed forces of
the State. The Minister of National Defence mayb®a serviceman who has not yet retired
to the reserve.

Article 141

Persons performing actual military service or alétive service, as well as officers of the
national defence system, the police and the imtem@n-commissioned officers, re-enlistees,
and other paid officials of paramilitary and setuservices who have not retired to the
reserve may not be Members of Beimaor members of municipal councils. They may not
hold elected or appointed office in the State @eitvice, nor may they take part in the
activities of political parties and organization.

Article 142

The Seimasshall impose martial law, announce mobilisatiom@mobilisation, adopt a
decision to use the armed forces when a need aoskfend the Homeland or to fulfil the
international obligations of the State of Lithuania

In the event of an armed attack which threatensdivereignty of the State or its territorial
integrity, the President of the Republic shall ingiia¢éely adopt a decision on the defence
against the armed aggression, impose martial levutfinout the State or in its separate part,
announce mobilisation, and submit these decisiotise next sitting of th&eimador

approval, while in the period between sessiont®Beimade shall immediately convene an
extraordinary session of ti&eimasTheSeimasshall approve or overrule the decision of the
President of the Republic.

Article 143

If a regular election is to be held in time of veations, either th8eimasor the President of

the Republic shall adopt a decision to extendéhm bf powers of th&eimasthe President

of the Republic, or of municipal councils. In suclase, elections must be called not later
than three months after the end of the war.

Article 144
When a threat arises for the constitutional systesocial peace of the State, ®emasnay
impose a state of emergency throughout the teyrabthe State, or in any part of it. The

period of the state of emergency shall not exceethenths.

In cases of urgency, between sessions oSthmasthe President of the Republic shall have
the right to adopt such a decision and convenieasame time, an extraordinary session of



the Seimador the consideration of this issue. TBeimasshall approve or overrule the
decision of the President of the Republic.

The state of emergency shall be regulated by law.
Article 145

After imposition of martial law or a state of emengy, the rights and freedoms specified in
Articles 22, 24, 25, 32, 35, and 36 of the Constitumay be temporarily limited.

Article 146

The State shall take care of and provide for thheisgemen who lost their health during the
military service as well as for the families of\deemen who lost their lives or died during
the military service.

The State shall also provide for citizens who tbsir health while defending the State as well
as for the families of the citizens who lost tHeies or died in defence of the State.

CHAPTER XIV
ALTERATION OF THE CONSTITUTION

Article 147

A motion to alter or supplement t@®nstitution of the Republic of Lithuaniaay be
submitted to th&eimady a group of not less than 1/4 [one-fourth] dtladé Members of the
Seimasor not less than by 300,000 voters.

During a state of emergency or martial law, the itution may not be amended.
Article 148

The provision of Article 1 of the Constitution “ti8tate of Lithuania shall be an independent
democratic republic” may only be altered by refelan if not less than 3/4 [three-fourths] of
the citizens of Lithuania with the electoral rigfute in favor thereof.

The provisions of the First Chapter “The State tilania” and the Fourteenth Chapter
“Alteration of the Constitution” may be altered ity referendum.

Amendments of the Constitution concerning otheptéra of the Constitution must be
considered and voted at tBeimagwice. There must be a break of not less tharethrenths
between the votes. A draft law on the alteratiothefConstitution shall be deemed adopted
by theSeimasf, during each of the votes, not less than 2&&f{thirds] of all the Members of
the Seimasvote in favor thereof.

An amendment of the Constitution which has not keopted may be submitted to the
Seimador reconsideration not earlier than after oneryea

Article 149



The President of the Republic shall sign the adblate on the alteration of the Constitution
and officially promulgate it within five days.

If the President of the Republic does not sign @inainulgate such a law within the specified
time, this law shall come into force when the Speal theSeimassigns and promulgates it.

The law on the alteration of the Constitution skaline into force not earlier than one month
after its adoption.

After the adoption of thi€onstitution of the Republic of Lithuartg referendum, th8eimas
of the Republic of Lithuania may, by 25 October 398lter by a 3/5 [three-fifths] majority
vote of all the Members of tifgeimaghe provisions of th€onstitution of the Republic of
Lithuaniacontained in Articles 47, 55, 56, Item 2 of the&@ws Paragraph of Article 58, in
Articles 65, 68, 69, Iltems 11 and 12 of Article 8% First Paragraph of Article 87, in
Articles 96, 103, 118 and in the Fourth Paragraphrticle 119.

The Supreme Council of the Republic of Lithuania,
taking account of the fact that during the genpddll (plebiscite) held on 9 February 1991,
more than three-fourths of the population of Lithiaawith the active electoral right voted by

secret ballot in favor of “the State of Lithuankiry an independent democratic republic”,

emphasising that by this expression of sovereigmep® and will, the Nation of Lithuania
once again confirmed its unchanging stand on theeisf the independent State of Lithuania;

interpreting the results of the plebiscite as th@mon determination to strengthen and
defend the independence of Lithuania and to creedemocratic republic, and

executing the will of the Nation of Lithuania,
adopts and solemnly proclaims this Law.
Article 1

The statement “The State of Lithuania shall benalependent democratic republic” is a
constitutional norm of the Republic of Lithuaniadaafundamental principle of the State.

Article 2

The constitutional norm and the fundamental prilecgd the State formulated in the First
Article of this Law may be altered only by a gen@all (plebiscite) of the Nation of
Lithuania where not less than three-fourths ofditizens of Lithuania with the active
electoral right vote in favor of it.

with all its conquered territories and the intenido draw Lithuania into the defence,
economic, financial and other “spaces” of the g@stiet Eastern block,

resolves:

1. To develop mutually advantageous relations edtbh state which was formerly a
component of the USSR, but to never join in anyif@any new political, military, economic

or other unions or commonwealths of states formrethe basis of the former USSR.

2. The activities seeking to draw the State of wathia into the unions or commonwealths of
states specified in the First Article of this Catugional Act shall be regarded as hostile to the
independence of Lithuania and liability for thenalsbe established by laws.

3. There may be no military bases or army unitRudsia, the Commonwealth of Independent
States or its constituent states on the territbth® Republic of Lithuania.

Upon the entry into force of tH@onstitution of the Republic of LithuantheProvisional
Basic Law of the Republic of Lithuarsaall become null and void.

Article 2



Laws, other legal acts or parts thereof, which virefferce on the territory of the Republic of
Lithuania prior to the adoption of tl@onstitution of the Republic of Lithuanshall be
effective inasmuch as they are not in conflict it Constitution and this Law, and shall
remain in force until they are either declared anidi void or brought in line with the
provisions of the Constitution.

Article 3

Provisions of the laws of the Republic of Lithuaniich regulate the status of the supreme
institutions of State power and governance of tapulic of Lithuania, of deputies and
municipal councils shall be in force until the eéetSeimasiecides otherwise.

Article 4

The powers of the Supreme Council of the Repubilidthuania and its deputies shall cease
from the moment when the elect8dimaof the Republic of Lithuania convenes for itstfirs
sitting.

The members of th8eimaf the Republic of Lithuania shall convene for #itting on the
third working day after the official announcemenmttbe Central Electoral Commission,
following both election rounds, that not less ti3#n [three-fifths] of all the Members of the
Seimasave been elected.

Article 5

The following text of the oath for the Member oétBeimasf the Republic of Lithuania
shall be established:

“I (full name),
swear to be faithful to the Republic of Lithuania,
swear to respect and execute its Constitution awd &nd to protect the integrity of its lands;

swear to strengthen, to the best of my ability,ititeependence of Lithuania, and to
conscientiously serve my Homeland, democracy, hedvelfare of the people of Lithuania.

So help me God.”

Article 6

During the period when there is still no Presidgfithe Republic, the legal situation shall be
equivalent to the situation which is provided forArticle 89 of theConstitution of the
Republic of Lithuania

As necessary, th@eimagnay, by a majority vote of more than half of &kktMembers of the

Seimasextend the terms provided for in Article 89, kartno longer than a four-month
period.



Article 7

Justices of the Constitutional Court of the RepubfiLithuania and, from among them, the
President of the Constitutional Court, must be agpd not later than one month after the
election of the President of the Republic.

When justices of the Constitutional Court are apfsal for the first time, three of them shall
be appointed for a three-, three for a six-, ameeHior a nine-year term.

The President of the Republic, the Speaker oBenasand the President of the Supreme
Court, when proposing to appoint Constitutional €qustices, shall indicate who of them
should be appointed for a three-, who for a sirel who for a nine-year term.

The justices of the Constitutional Court who wil &ppointed for three- or six-year terms
may hold the same office for one more term of efaéter an interval of not less than three
years.

Article 8

The provisions of the Third Paragraph of Articled@heConstitution of the Republic of
Lithuaniashall become applicable after the laws of the Ripwf Lithuania on criminal
procedure have been brought in line with this Gautsin.

more efficient securing of human rights and freedpm

noting that the European Union respects natioradtity and constitutional traditions of its
Member States,

seeking to ensure a fully-fledged participatioriref Republic of Lithuania in the European
integration as well as the security of the Repudblitithuania and welfare of its citizens,



having ratified, on 16 September 2003, the Treayv@en the Kingdom of Belgium, the
Kingdom of Denmark, the Federal Republic of Germahg Hellenic Republic, the Kingdom
of Spain, the French Republic, Ireland, the ItakRapublic[,] the Grand Duchy of
Luxembourg, the Kingdom of the Netherlands, theu®dip of Austria, the Portuguese
Republic, the Republic of Finland, the Kingdom efeflen, the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland (Member States of EHueopean Union) and the Czech Republic,
the Republic of Estonia, the Republic of Cyprus, Republic of Latvia, the Republic of
Lithuania, the Republic of Hungary, the Republidvilta, the Republic of Poland, the
Republic of Slovenia, the Slovak Republic Concegrilme Accession of the Czech Republic,
the Republic of Estonia, the Republic of Cyprus, Republic of Latvia, the Republic of
Lithuania, the Republic of Hungary, the Republidvidlta, the Republic of Poland, the
Republic of Slovenia, the Slovak Republic to thedpean Union, signed on 16 April 2003 in
Athens,

adopts and proclaims this Constitutional Act:

membership rights.

2. The norms of the European Union law shall bersstituent part of the legal system of the
Republic of Lithuania. Where it concerns the foungdireaties of the European Unipthe
norms of the European Union law shall be appliedatlly, while in the event of collision of
legal norms, they shall have supremacy over the Ewvad other legal acts of the Republic of
Lithuania.

3. The Government shall inform tls@imasabout the proposals to adopt acts of European
Union law. As regards the proposals to adopt the @cEuropean Union law regulating the
areas which, under ti@onstitution of the Republic of Lithuaniare related to the
competences of thieeimasthe Government shall consult t8eimasTheSeimasnay
recommend to the Government a position of the RigpabLithuania in respect of these
proposals. Th&eimasCommittee on European Affairs and tBeimasCommittee on Foreign
Affairs may, according to the procedure establidhetheStatute of the Seimasubmit to the
Government the opinion of tf&eimasconcerning the proposals to adopt the acts of the
European Union law. The Government shall assesetmemmendations or opinions
submitted by th&eimasor its Committees and shall inform tSeimasabout their execution
following the procedure established by legal acts.

4. The Government shall consider the proposalsiéptathe acts of European Union law
following the procedure established by legal a&tsregards these proposals, the Government
may adopt decisions or resolutions for the adopdiorhich the provisions of Article 95 of

the Constitution are not applicable.
